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In articol este analizati problema consumului produselor
alimentare ca unul dintre indicatorii sigurantei alimentare a
tarii. O atentie deosebita se acordda cercetarii echilibrului
regimului alimentar pentru cetateanul ordinar al Ucrainei. De
asemenea, sunt propuse modalitati privind sporirea nivelului
puterii de cumpdrare a populatiei tarii.

Introducere. Dreptul omului la un regim alimentar
complet echilibrat constituie una dintre principalele prioritati
ale politicii mondiale, proclamat de ONU pentru fiecare tara.
Problema, inaintatdi de ONU, are o legdturd directd si cu
Ucraina, in cazul in care, ca urmare a reformei ritmice a
gospodariilor agricole in corelatie cu liberalizarea preturilor,
s-a nrautatit problema productiei si consumului de alimente
pe cap de locuitor, a calitatii i sigurantei acestuia.

Actualmente, partea organicd a problemei securitatii
alimentare, impreuna cu cresterea indicatorilor cantitativi ai
componentei, o reprezintd calitatea si Siguranta produselor
alimentare consumate. Ucraina, fard un regim alimentar
calitativ, echilibrat privind proteinele, glucidele, grasimile, a
aminoacizilor esentiali i vitamine, nu va solutiona
problema cresterii sperantei de viatid. Asigurarea sigurantei
alimentare si sigurantei produselor alimentare poartd un
caracter sistemic, ce include producerea productiei agricole
propriu-zise, recoltarea, prelucrarea, depozitarea, vanzarea,
precum si rezolvarea accesului fizic si economic la produsele
alimentare.

Revizuirea de publicatii recente. Importanta securitatii
alimentare, ca o politicdA agroalimentard prioritard, este
mentionatd in numeroase studii teoretice si sinteze ale
cercetdtorilor autohtoni, in special lucrdrile savantilor:

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Introduction. Human right to a complete
balanced diet is one of the top priorities of the world
policy declared by the United Nations for each
country. The problem proclaimed by the UN is directly
related to Ukraine where due to rapid agricultural
reforms combined with the liberalization of prices the
problem of production and consumption of food per

capita, its quality and safety has become more
complicated.
Nowadays the quality and safety of food

consumed is essentially an integral part of the problem of
food safety, along with the growth of quantitative
indicators. Without high quality diets balanced in
protein, carbohydrates, fats, essential amino acids and
vitamins, Ukraine will not solve the problem of
increasing life expectancy. Ensuring food safety is a
systemic  problem  which includes agricultural
production, harvesting, processing, storage, sale, and
solving problems of physical and economic access to
food products.

Review of recent publications. The importance of the
problems of food safety as a priority of agricultural policy is
emphasized by numerous theoretical studies of both

et al. However, the issues of food safety from the system
position of state management, provision of its adequate
level in the current economic conditions has not been
studied completely.

The purpose of the article is to evaluate the level of
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de securitate alimentara si oferirea modalitatilor de sporire a
puterii de cumparare a populatiei.

Metode de cercetare. Pentru a atinge scop propus, au fost
aplicate metode stiintifice teoretice si empirice, precum:
comparatia, sinteza, abordarea sistemica, utilizind metodele
de analizd comparativda, analiza ierarhiilor si adoptarea
deciziilor.

Continutul de baza. Este cunoscut faptul, ca indicatorii
consumului final de alimente formeaza grupul principal de
indicatori, ce caracterizeaza nivelul de trai al consumatorilor
tarii. Cele mentionate permit a determina, cad influenta
directd asupra volumului de consum o are starea si tendintele
de dezvoltare a pietei de consum: volumul cifrei de afaceri,
pretul de vanzare cu amanuntul. Drept dovadd in acest
sens este concluzia expertilor Organizatiei Mondiale a
Sanatatii, care considerd cd starea de sanatate a 50% depinde
de stilul de viatd al individului, iar factorul major este
nutrimentul [1, p. 117].

A fost constatat, cad In ultimul deceniu s-a redus drastic
consumul de energie a populatiei in majoritatea tarilor lider
din lume, din aceste considerente necesitatea de consum de
energie s-a redus pana la nivelul minimal. Astfel, expertii
cred, cd, in prezent, costurile de energie pentru o persoana
trebuie sa constituie 230-2400 de calorii pe zi. In acelasi timp,
alimentatia completd trebuie sa contind in componenta sa nu
doar valoarea energetica, ci si aspectul calitativ al acesteia.
Principala componentd a produselor alimentare este proteina,
care se recomanda a se utiliza intr-un anumit raport cu alte
componente ale produselor alimentare. Cel mai valoros si
complet este consumul de proteine intr-un raport de: 55% de
proteine animaliere (carne, lapte, peste si oua) si 45% de
proteine vegetale (cerealiere, de boabe).

Potrivit indicatorului de corelatie dintre consumul de
proteine de origine animalierda si vegetald de cdtre populatia
unei tari, putem concluziona despre nivelul de trai al
populatiei acestei tari. La sfarsitul anilor '90, alimentatie
completd au primit 35% din populatia lumii. Aproximativ
15% au consumat o cantitate suficientad de calorii, dar
prezentau un deficit de proteine, 20% au avut un deficit de
proteine animaliere, iar 30% trdiau in lipsa cantitativa si
calitativa a produselor alimentare [2, p. 57].

Conform datelor statistice, volumul consumat de carne, a
produselor din carne, lapte, a produselor lactate si fructe,
pentru un locuitor din Ucraina, in anul 2011, a constituit,
respectiv, 62, 54 si 58%, comparativ cu normele rationale de
consum.

Consumul de paine si a produselor de panificatie a scazut
cu 11%. Cu toate acestea, trebuie remarcat faptul, ca potrivit
acestor tipuri de produse alimentare, cum ar fi: legumele si
pepenii, produsele de panificatie, cartofii, untul, zaharul,
oudle, in anul 2011, nivelul de consum a depasit normele
rationale. Standardele minime de consum nu au fost atinse
doar in ceea ce priveste indicatorul de consum de lapte, fructe
si fructe de padure.

Din anul 2006, in Ucraina, datorita produselor alimentare
mai ieftine de origine vegetald, consumul de calorii a atins
nivelul normelor rationale (Tabelul 1).

food consumption as an indicator of food safety and
suggest ways to increase the level of purchasing power
of citizens.

Methods. To achieve this goal theoretical and
empirical methods of scientific knowledge as a
systematic approach using the techniques of comparative
analysis, comparison, synthesis, analysis of hierarchy
and decision-making are applied.

Statement of the basic material. It is known that the
rate of final food consumption forms the core group of
indicators characterizing the quality of life of domestic
consumers. The above mentioned allows us to determine
that direct impact on the consumption tends to develop
the consumer market, in particular volume of
trade turnover, retail prices. It is proved by the report
of experts of the World Health Organization, according
to which health is 50% dependent on the person’s
individual life style, and food is its major factor
[1, p. 117].

It has been found that in the last decade energy
consumption of people has dramatically reduced
in most leading countries of the world, so the need for
energy consumption has reduced to their minimum level.
Thus, experts believe that energy consumption per
person should be 230-2400 calories per day. However,
good nutrition should be not only a part of the energy
value, but its qualitative aspect as well. The main
component of a meal is protein that is recommended to
be consumed in a certain proportion with other
components of food. The following ratio of protein
consumption is considered to be the most valuable: 55%
of animal protein (meat, milk, fish and eggs) and 45% of
vegetable protein (corn, beans).

The ratio of consumption of animal and
vegetable protein is an indicator of the living standard of
the citizens of the country. In the late 90's 35%
of the planet population had full value nutrition. About
15% of the population consumed enough calories,
but they had protein deficiency; 20% of people had a
deficit of animal protein, and the remaining 30% lived
in conditions of quantitative and qualitative lack of
food [2, P. 57].

According to statistic data, the amount of meat, meat
products, milk, dairy products and vegetables
consumed per inhabitant of Ukraine in 2011 was 62, 54,
58% respectively compared to the rational rates of
consumption.

Consumption of bread and grain products decreased
by 11%. However, it should be noted that in 2011
consumption of such foodstuffs as vegetables and
melons, grain products, potatoes, oil, sugar, eggs
exceeded rational rates. Only consumption of milk, fruits
and berries did not achieve minimum rates of
consumption.

Since 2006 due to cheaper foodstuffs of plant
origin, caloric intake has reached rational rates in
Ukraine (Table 1).

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Analiza consumului de alimente al populatiei urbane si
rurale denota faptul, ca ultimii consumda mai multi cartofi si
produse de panificatie, legume si zahar. Aceastd situatie se
creeazd deoarece majoritatea populatiei rurale se ocupa de
cresterea cartofilor si cerealelor pe propriile parcele si terenuri
private cu scopul autoasigurarii cu produse alimentare necesare
[3, p. 7]. Indiferent de faptul cd in majoritatea gospodariilor
rurale sunt vaci (adesea 1-2 si mai multe), consumul de produse
lactate nu se deosebeste semnificativ fatd de nivelul de consum
in mediul urban (18,6 si respectiv 19,1 kg). Acest lucru se
crecaza deoarece, in absenta Vveniturilor, populatia rurala
realizeaza o parte importanta a laptelui.

Pe parcursul anilor 2005-2011, nivelul venitului total al
populatiei s-a triplat, iar in 2011 a constituit 1483 UAN
lund/persoand. Una dintre principalele surse de venit ale
populatiei din Ucraina este salariul. In timpul perioadei de
studiu, se atesta cresterea cotei acestuia in veniturile totale, care,
in anul 2011, a constituit 49,3%. De asemenea, o pondere
importantd o au pensiile, bursele si indemnizatiile sociale,
eliberate in numerar, care, in 2011, erau de 25,5%, iar in medie
pentru 1 persoana — de 378 UAN.

Puterea de cumparare a populatiei active poate fi estimata
prin compararea nivelului salariului mediu lunar cu marimea
minimului de existentd pentru persoanele apte de munca — in
calcul pentru 1 pers./lund (nivelul minim de existentd — valoarea
setului de produse alimentare, suficiente pentru a asigura buna
functionare a organismului uman, mentinerea sandtatii acestuia,
precum si a setului minim a produselor nonalimentare, dar i a
setului minim de servicii, necesar pentru a satisface nevoile
sociale si culturale ale individului) [4, p.132].

Salariul mediu lunar, in ansamblul, In economia nationala
pentru anul 2011, calculat pentru un angajat, a constituit 2633
UAH, depasind triplu valoarea minimului de existentd pentru
populatia apta de munca in anul 2011 (914 UAH).

Totodata, a fost atestata o crestere considerabila a salariilor
in Ucraina, in special, in anul 2011, fatd de 2005, acestea au fost
de 3,3 ori mai mari. Cele mai mici salarii sunt in agricultura si
sandtate si asistentd sociala. Totusi, rata de crestere a salariilor
in agriculturd este mai mare decat nivelul mediu, fiind de 4,3
ori.

Potrivit tendintelor pozitive de crestere a venitului bugetului
de familie al unui cetitean ordinar din Ucraina in structura
cheltuielilor, o proportie semnificativda este ocupatd de
cheltuielile alimentare. Astfel, pe parcursul anilor 2000-2011,
acest indicator a scazut cu 16,9 puncte procentuale, dar ramane
inca ridicat, iar In 2011 a constituit 51,3%, 1n timp ce In tarile
dezvoltate ale lumii, fluctuatiile sale sunt de 9-12%. Ponderea
cheltuielilor pentru bunuri si servicii nonalimentare, de
asemenea, a crescut, care in 2011 era de 35,5%, in principal
datorita cresterii costurilor pentru locuinta, apa, electricitate, gaz
si transport.

In 2011, pentru procurarea produselor alimentare cetiteanul
ordinar a cheltuit 685 UAN /luna, ceea ce constituie 75% din
marimea minimului de existentd. Analiza structurii cosului de
consum in compartimentul tipurilor de alimente pe parcursul
anilor 2005-2011 (Tabelul 2) indicd o scddere a cotei de
cumpdrare a carnii si produselor din carne, fapt ce, potrivit
cresterii consumului lor in forma naturald, reprezinta o tendinta
destul de pozitiva; de asemenea, a scdzut proportia cheltuielilor
pentru achizitionarea de ulei si zahar. In schimb, populatia a

Analysis of food consumption by urban and rural
population shows that the latter consumes more potatoes
and grain products, vegetables, and sugar. This situation
is caused by the fact that most of the rural population is
engaged in growing potatoes and grain on its own plots
and land shares in order to provide itself with necessary
foodstuffs [3, p. 7]. Regardless of the fact that most rural
households keep cows (often 1-2 and more), the
consumption of dairy products does not differ
significantly from the level of consumption in urban
areas (18.6 and 19.1 kg). This is due to the fact that in
spite of the lack of income, rural population sells
significant share of milk.

During 2005-2011 the total income of the population
tripled and in 2011 it was 1483 UAH per month per
person. In Ukraine wages is one of the main sources of
income. During the period under research, an increase of
its share in total income was observed; in 2011 it
amounted 49.3%. A significant proportion is also
occupied by pensions, scholarships and social benefits
provided in cash; in 2011 it made up 25.5% and 378
UAH per person on average.

Purchasing power of the working population can be
estimated by comparing the level of the average wage
and subsistence level of the able-bodied population — per
person per month (minimum subsistence level — cost
value sufficient to ensure normal functioning of the
human body, maintaining its health by proper diets and a
minimum set of consumer goods and a minimum set of
services required to meet basic social and cultural needs
of the individual) [4, p.132].

In 2011, in the national economy, average wage
charged per full-time employee was 2633 UAH, that is
three times more than the subsistence level for able-
bodied in 2011 (914 UAH.).

There has been significant growth of wages in
Ukraine, thus in 2011 compared to 2005 growth rates
were 3.3 times. The least paid branches are agriculture,
healthcare and social assistance. However, the rate of
growth of wages in agriculture is higher than average
rate amounting 4.3 times.

In spite of the positive trends of growth of the family
revenues of the ordinary citizen of Ukraine, food costs
still occupy a significant share in the structure of his
expenditures. Thus, during 2000-2011this index dropped
by 16.9 percentage points, but it still remains high, and
in 2011 it was 51.3%, in the developed countries it
fluctuates within 9-12%. The share of expenses on the
industrial goods and services increased, and in 2011 it
made up 35.5%, mainly due to increased costs for
housing, water, electricity, gas and transport.

In 2011, an average citizen spent 685 UAH a month
to purchase these products, which is 75% of the
subsistence minimum. Analysis of the structure of the
consumer basket in terms of the types of foodstuffs in
2005-2011 (Table 2) shows a decrease in the share of
purchasing meat and meat products. Against a
background of their increasing consumption in real terms
it seems to be a very positive trend. The share of costs
for oil and sugar also reduced. Instead, people began to
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inceput sa cheltuie mai mult pentru lapte si produse lactate (de 3
ori) si fructe (3,5 ori) pe fundalul cresterii costurilor pentru
achizitionarea intregului cos alimentar de 2,5 ori.

Situatia criticd privind puterea de cumpérare a populatiei
din Ucraina nu este reprezentatd doar de faptul ca potrivit mai
multor tipuri de produse (carne, lapte, fructe, fructe de padure,
peste) nu se ating normele rationale de consum, dar §i de
diferentierea mare a consumului de produse alimentare in
gospodarii, in functie de marimea venitului total mediu anual
pentru o persoand [5, p. 202]. Deci, in 2011, fluctuatiile intre
consumul de produse alimentare in grupurile de populatic cu
venitul maxim si minimal a constituit pentru carne si produse
din carne de 3,3 ori, pentru lapte si produse lactate — de 6 ori,
fructe si fructe de padure - de 16 ori, peste si produse din peste
— de 7 ori. Numai pentru paine, produse de patiserie si cartofi
fluctuatiile constituie 1,5-2,5 ori. Comparativ cu anul 2005,
decalajul in consumul de produse alimentare intre aceste straturi
ale populatiei a crescut.

spend more on milk and dairy products (3 times more)
and fruits (3.5 times more), while the costs for the whole
food basket increased 2.5 times.

The problem of low purchasing power of the
Ukrainian population is not only due to the fact that there
are no rational rates of consumption for many types of
products (meat, milk, fruits, berries, fish), but great
differentiation of food consumption in households
depending on the amount of the average total income per
year per person [5, P. 202]. Thus, in 2011 fluctuations in
food consumption in groups of population with
maximum and minimum income were 3.3 times for meat
and meat products, 6 times for milk and dairy products,
16 times for fruits and berries, 7 times for fish and fish
products. Only for bread and potatoes these fluctuations
were 1.5-2.5 times. Compared to 2005, the gap in food
consumption between these sectors of population
increased.

In ultimii ani, s-a atestat o tendinti de reducere a
decalajului dintre grupurile de populatie cu venituri minime si
maxime (Tabelul 3). in 2008, diferenta de venituri intre
grupurile de decile extreme era de 5,8 ori, iar in 2011, acest
indicator a fost de 4,9 ori. Cu toate acestea, se mentine
decalajul foarte inalt intre paturile de populatie mentionate, in
special in 2003, acest indicator constituia 4,1 ori.

In recent years there has been a tendency towards the
reduction of the gap between groups with minimum and
maximum income (Table 3). If in 2008 the income gap
between the extreme decile groups was 5.8 times, in
2011 this figure was 4.9 times. But there is still relatively
high gap between these sectors of population, in
particular in 2003 this figure was 4.1 times.

In raportul Organizatiei Internationale a Muncii sunt
reflectate costurile pentru produsele alimentare in 38 de tari. In
cadrul analizei au fost aplicate preturile pentru 93 de diferite
denumiri de produse si cheltuielile pentru acestea a familiilor cu
cele mai mici venituri inregistrate.

Conform studiilor efectuate, mai mult de 80% din
cheltuielile totale sunt cheltuite pentru produsele alimentare, in
special 1n tarile, precum: Nigeria si Roméania. Unele tari din CSI
cheltuiesc pand la 80%, in special, Azerbaidjan, Armenia si
Republica Moldova. Belarus cheltuie pentru produsele
alimentare aproximativ 50%, practic aceleasi costuri sunt
suportate de cétre populatia din Polonia si Iran.

Ponderea cheltuielilor pentru produsele alimentare in tarile
dezvoltate, in cheltuicelile totale, reprezintd de la 10 pana la
30%, in special, Elvetia — 1 1, Norvegia — 14, SUA — 20, Franta
— 23, Olanda si Danemarca — numai 10%.

Potrivit datelor Serviciului de Cercetare Economica al
Ministerului Agriculturii din SUA, a fost investigatd structura
cheltuielilor totale a gospodariilor din peste 80 de tari, diferite
regiuni si tari, la diferite stadii de dezvoltare, pentru perioada
anilor 2002-2009 [6].

Studiul a analizat datele din 30 de tiri dezvoltate, 5 — cu
economii in tranzitie, 8 tari CSI, 28 de tari din Asia, Orientul
Mijlociu si Africa de Nord, 13 - din America Latina si Caraibe,
precum si 2 téri — din tarile din Africa spre sud de la Sahara.

Datele indica faptul, cad in timpul perioadei de studiu
tarile dezvoltate au cheltuit pe alimente, in medie, 15,2% din
totalul cheltuielilor; tarile cu economii in tranzitie — 17,8%;
tarile din Asia, Orientul Mijlociu si Africa de Nord — 21,6%,
tarile din America Latina si Caraibe — 17,3%, tarile din Africa
spre sud de Sahara — 28,8, si cca 30% au cheltuit populatia din
tarile CSL

Comparativ cu alte tari, in Ucraina se atesta o puterea de
cumpdrare scazutd a populatiei. Dupa cum observam din tabelul
4, in Ucraina, cu exceptia Republicii Moldova, este cel mai
scazut nivel al salariilor si al puterii de cumparare a populatiei.

Salariile din tdrile enumerate, cu exceptia Republicii
Moldova, in comparatie cu Ucraina, sunt mai mari de 1,4-14,0
ori. In aceste tiri, din salariul lunar poate fi cumparat
(calculate): paine — de 1,5-5,5 ori mai mult, respectiv, lapte — de
1,6-14,4 ori, carne de porc — de 2,1-14,0 ori, carne de vitd — de
1,8-13,1 ori, carne de pasare (carcasa) — de 1,2-8,1 ori.

The report of the International Labour Organization
provides data on food costs in 38 countries. Prices for 93
different products and expenses for their purchase of
families with the lowest registered incomes were used for
analysis.

According to the research data, more than 80% of the
total expenditures are occupied by food costs, particularly
in such countries as Nigeria and Romania. Some CIS
countries including Azerbaijan, Armenia and Moldova
spend nearly 80%. Belarusians spend on food about 50%,
like the population of Poland and Iran.

It should be noted that the share of food costs in the
developed countries, in total expenditures, are only 10 to
30%, including Switzerland — 11%, Norway — 14%, the
USA — 20%, France — 23%, the Netherlands and Denmark
—only 10%.

According to the Economic Research Service of the
USDA the structure of the total costs of the households of
more than 80 countries in different regions and countries
at different stages of the development over the period of
2002-2009 were studied [6].

In the study data of 30 developed countries, among
them 5 with transition economy, 8 — CIS countries, 28
countries of Asia, the Middle East and North Africa, 13 of
Latin America and the Caribbean, and 2 countries of
Africa to the south of the Sahara were reviewed.

The data show that over the period under research
developed countries spent on food, on average, 15.2% of
total costs, transition countries — 17.8%, Asia, the Middle
East and North Africa — 21.6%, Latin America and the
Caribbean —17.3%, countries of Africa to the south of the
Sahara — 28.8%, and nearly 30% was spent by CIS countries.

Compared with other countries, Ukraine has a low
purchasing power. According to the data in Table 4,
Ukraine, except for Moldova, has the lowest rate of wages
and purchasing power.

In the above mentioned countries, except for
Moldova, compared with Ukraine, wages are 1,4-14,0
times higher. In these countries monthly salary makes it
possible to buy 1,5-5,5 times more bread, 1,6-14,4 times
more milk, 2,1-14,0 times more pork, 1,8-13,1 times more
beef, 1,2-8,1 times more poultry.

Concluzii. In circumstantele actuale, respingand pozitiile Conclusions. In current conditions it necessary

si dogmele ideologice apriorice, din punctul de vedere al
realismului si  bunului simt, este nevoie de a gasi solutie
pentru problemele de iesire din criza. Si nu prin abandonarea
reformelor economice, dar prin continuarea lor, analizdnd
reformele nu ca un scop in sine, ci ca un mijloc de crestere a
eficientei economiei si de imbunatitire a traiul populatiei.
Pentru aceasta, este necesard o transformare treptatd a
formelor existente de gestiune si a institutiilor economice in
directia unei economii de piatd si reglementatd cu orientare
sociald, totodatd, mentindnd rolul important al statului.
Principalele cai de sporire a puterii de cumparare este
majorarea veniturilor populatiei din Ucraina prin elaborarea
unui program de dezvoltare a industriei, a Strategiei pentru
atragerea investitiilor in economia tarii pand in 2020, de
asemenea, trebuie o activitate tintd ponderatd cu regiunile
inapoiate si deprimate.

to reject ideological dogmas and find a solution to the
crisis from the standpoint of realism and common
sense. It is important not to give up economic reforms
but to continue them considering reforms as a means
of increasing economic efficiency and improving
living standards. This requires gradual transformation
of the existing forms of economic activity and
economic institutions towards socially oriented and
regulated market economy, while maintaining the
important role of the state. The main way of
increasing purchasing power is to increase income of the
Ukrainian population through the introduction of
programs of the industrial development, strategy of
attracting investments in the economy by 2020, besides
well-planned target work with retarded and depressed
regions is required.
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
