Valoarea textilelor fabricate a fost de 33,8 milioane € in 2010 i
a crescut mai mult decdt dublu pana la 68,14 milioane € in 2011
si 78,95 €in 2012 (BNS). Republica Moldova are un acces usor
atat la pietele CSI cat si la pietele europene. Peste 83 de
companii (BNS) opereaza in industria textila din Moldova, cele
mai multe dintre ele in prelucrare — CM (taiat §i confectionat),
CMT (taiat, confectionat si scurtat). Majoritatea partenerilor
straini interesati de outsourcing sunt de origine italiand,
germand si olandeza, si includ Dolce & Gabbana si Trussardi,
spre exemplu.

Introducere. Industria textild si de confectii intrd in
componenta ramurilor industriale dezvoltate ale lumii,
depasind considerabil asa ramuri, precum: productia de
masini, complexul militar-industrial, productia mijloacelor de
transport si multe alte ramuri. in principiu, industria textila si
de confectii cuprinde, inainte de toate, tesatoria, fabricarea
prin tricotare §i crosetare, vopsirea, fabricarea de covoare si
presuri, fabricarea a diverse metraje din fibre naturale si
sintetice. Dezvoltarea industriei textile si de confectii este
conditionatd, nemijlocit, de cresterea populatiei Terrei si
cresterea bunastarii acesteia.

Astfel, consumul de tesaturi si de Imbracaminte a crescut
in ultimii 20 de ani in Europa cu 40%, in SUA — cu 70%, iar
in Japonia — cu 200%. In comertul mondial s-a creat o piati
mondiala durabila de productie textila. Cifra de afaceri
mondiald din anul 2010 al operatiunilor de export-import al
textilelor este estimat la 340 miliarde USD [6].

Principalii exportatori de productie textild sunt: China,
India, Honkong, Coreea de Sud, Taiwan, Germania si Italia.

Republicii Moldova.

Bender,
fabrica de textile si galanterie textild in or. Orhei. In anii
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The Moldovan textile sector is a major domain
of the country’s export and still has a tremendous
growth potential. The industry accounted for 1.5% of the
GDP and 3.9 (NBS) of the manufacturing GDP. The
textile cluster employed over 2,750 workers in 2010,
4,092 in 2011 and 4,118 in 2012. The most important
export destinations for Moldovan textile producers are
EU countries. Moldova’s main competitive advantages
include the competitive workforce and the fact that this is
one of the cheapest locations. Most of these jobs are
rural-based and taken by young women, who make up 85-
95% of all T&A workers. The value of the manufactured
textiles was € 33,8 million in 2010 and rose more than
twice - up to € 68,14 million in 2011 and € 78,95 in 2012
(NBS). Moldova has an easy access to both CIS and
European markets. Over 83 (NBS) companies operate in
the Moldovan textile industry, most of them in CM (cut
and make), CMT (cut, make and trim) processing. Major
foreign partners for outsourcing are of Italian, German
and Dutch origin, and include Dolce&Gabbana and
Trussardi, for instance.
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Introduction. The textiles and clothing industry is
part of the developed industrial branches of the world,
considerably exceeding such branches as: machine
production, military-industrial complex, the production of
means of transport and many other industries. In principle,
the textile and clothing industry includes, above all,
weaving, manufacture through knitting and crocheting,
painting, carpets and rugs manufacture, making of natural
and synthetic fibers of various lengths. The development of
the textile and clothing is directly conditioned, by the
population growth and its increasing welfare.

Thus, the consumption of textiles and clothing has
increased in the last 20 years in Europe by 40%, in the U.S.
— 70% and in Japan — 200%. In the world trade has been
created a global market for sustainable textile production.
The worldwide turnover in 2010 of export-import
operations of textiles is estimated at 340 billion USD [6].

The main exporters of textile production are: China,
India, Hong Kong, South Korea, Taiwan, Germany and
Italy. A given position in the textile manufacturing markets
belongs to Moldova.

Retrospective. The textile and clothing industry of
Moldova started to grow after World War II. Durring
period of 1947-1960, were prepared for production
factories for knitting and crocheting, felting, of hosiery and
lingerie in Chisinau, the plant for silk in Bender, the textile
and hosiery textile factory in Orhei. In the 61-70s,
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’61-70 au fost construite fabricile textile de tesere si de filare
de bumbac in or. Bender (actualmente — or. Tighina), fabrica
de materiale netesute in or. Chisinau, fabrica de tricotaje si
tesaturi in or. Ribnita.

in anii urmatori au fost construite fabrica de confectii din
tricotaje in or. Balti, cel mai mare combinat de produse din
bumbac din Europa, a fost reconstruit §i extins, ca capacitate
de productie, combinatul de matase din or. Bender
(or. Tighina).
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were constructed textile factories by weaving and
cotton spinning in Bender (now - Tighina), nonwovens
materials plant in Chisinau, knitwear and fabrics factory
in Ribnita.

In following years, the knitwear and garment
factory was built in Balti, the largest factory of cotton
products in Europe was rebuilt and expanded, in terms of
production capacity of the silk plant from Bender
(Tighina).

Intreprinderile din ramura textild si de confectii fabricau
tesaturi din bumbac, pentru rochii, pentru captuseald, tesaturi
tehnice, pentru mobild §i tapiterie, tricotaje pentru
imbracaminte §i lenjerie, confectii de ciordparie si manusi din
bumbac, combinate cu 1dna, din 14nd in amestec cu diverse
fibre sintetice.

Dezvoltandu-se dinamic, industria textila si de confectii a
Moldovei, in anul 1990, a produs 214 milioane metri liniari de
tesaturd, inclusiv: 152,8 milioane metri liniari de tesaturi de
bumbac, 45,7 milioane metri liniari de tesdturi de matase, 7,7
mii tone de fibre de 1ana, 31,6 mii tone de fire de bumbac,
5 418 mii m? de covoare si presuri [1].

Developing dynamically, the textiles and clothing
industry of Moldova, in 1990, produced 214 million
meters of fabric, including 152.8 million meters of cotton
fabric, 45.7 million meters of silk fabrics, 7.700 tons of
wool fabrics, 31.6 thousand tons of cotton yarn, 5.418
thousand sg. m. of carpets and rugs [1].

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In conditiile transformarilor de sistem in legatur cu trecerea
la economia de piata, industria textila si de confectii a Moldovei
a suportat pierderi considerabile. Au fost rupte legaturile de
cooperare cu intreprinderile intermediare din fostele tari
sovietice, s-au redus semnificativ furnizarile de materie prima,
S-au restrans pietele internd si externd, a crescut considerabil
importul de productie textila ieftind din Turcia, China si alte
tari. Volumele de productie s-au redus brusc, iar o parte din
intreprinderi au fost inchise.

Citre anul 1995, capacitatea de productic a tesaturilor de
bumbac era folositd doar in proportie de 5%, a monofibrelor de

Complexul
industrial unic, cu infrastructurd consolidatd si tehnica,
bazd organizationald s§i stiintificd dezvoltate, Combinatul
de bumbac din Tiraspol Tirotex si-a pastrat statutul de
intreprindere de stat.

Constructia sa a inceput in anul 1972 si s-a finisat definitiv
in anul 1982. In componenta intreprinderii intrd fabricile de
tesatorie, de finisaj, de cusatorie, serviciile tehnic-ingineresc si
social. In cadrul intreprinderii sunt ocupati aproximativ 3 600 de
muncitori. Principalele tipuri de activitate sunt: productia de
fibre/fire, de tesituri de bumbac si tesaturi mixte, confectii,
panza tricotatd si crosetatd si articole din acestea. Asortimentul
fabricat include: tesaturi brute, tesaturi finisate (de furnitura,
tesaturi imprimate, tesaturi cu bucle, sifonate), tricotaje, diverse
confectii: asortiment de lengerie de pat si de bucatarie, confectii
din tesaturd cu bucle si tricotata. intreprinderea este dotatd cu
echipament tehnologic modern al producétorilor din Europa de
Vest.

QUELLE, ALDI, Jotex si Hemtex [8].

Combinatul de mitase din or. Bender (or. Tighina)
produce tesaturi de matase naturald si artificiala, inclusiv si
tesaturi Jacard, stofe decorative de mobild, filtru diagonal,
tesatura waffel si de bucatarie. Capacitatea acestuia a crescut in
anul 1990 pani la 50 mil. m® de tesdturd anual, munca fiind
desfasurati in 2 schimburi. Insi, in conditiile deficitului de
materie prima, la intreprindere s-a creat o situatie financiara
dificild. In decembrie 2009 a fost luati decizia de a include
combinatul in componenta complexului de bumbac ,,Tirotex”,
ceea ce va permite lucrul mai eficient si reutilarea tehnica.

In terms of system transformations regarding the
transition to a market economy, the textile and clothing
industry of Moldova suffered considerable losses. Were
broken ties of cooperation with intermediary firms from the
former Soviet countries, raw material supplies were
significantly reduced, domestic and foreign markets were
limited, cheaper imports of textile production from Turkey,
China and other countries considerably increased.
Production volumes declined sharply, and some businesses
were closed.

By 1995, the production capacity of cotton fabric was
used only in a proportion of 5%, of wool fabric — 38%,
nonwoven materials — 9.6%, of knitwear articles — 11%, of
hosiery — 9.8%, of carpets and rugs — 27.7%, textile
gallantry — 8.6% [1, p. 293-294].

Restructuration,, modernization and privatization of the
enterprises in the branch were held in harsh conditions. The
single industrial complex, with enhanced infrastructure and
mechanisms, organizational and scientific base developed
in Tiraspol, the Cotton Plant Tirotex has retained its status
of a state enterprise.

Construction began in 1972 and ended completely in
1982. The enterprise includes factories of weaving,
finishing, sewing, technical-engineering and social services.
In the enterprise are employed about 3.600 workers. The
main types of activities are: the production of fiber/yarn,
cotton fabrics and mixed fabrics, clothes, linen and knitted
and crocheted articles. The range of manufactured goods
includes: raw fabrics, finished fabrics (for accessories,
printed fabrics, fabric loops, wrinkled), knitwear, different
clothing: assortment of bed linen and kitchenware, clothing
and knitted fabric loop. The company is equipped with
modern equipment that is used by producers in Western
Europe. The quality system of the company is certified
according to the international standard 1SO 9001-2000.
Also, it is attested by confirming the compliance
requirements of the standard "Oeco -Tex Standard 100"

The annual sales volume represents 112 million USD,
out of which 56% belong to the exporter. Company
production is delivered to the markets of: Austria, Germany,
Greece, Italy, Netherlands, Sweden, Switzerland, Portugal,
Romania, Poland and the USA. It is also sold through
catalogs of Quelle, ALDI, Jotex and Hemtex [8].

The silk factory in Bender (Tighina) produces natural
and artificial silk fabrics, including Jacquard fabrics,
decorative fabrics for furniture, filter twill, Waffel and
kitchen fabric. Its capacity increased in 1990 to 50 million
sg. m. of fabric annually, and the work being carried out in
two shifts. But in terms of raw material scarcity, the
company has created a difficult financial situation. In
December 2009 it was decided to include the factory in the
complex of cotton "Tirotex", which will enable more
efficient work and technical re-equipment.

The individual project of privatization stipulated the
modernization of silk and technical re-equipment with the
purpose of spending 800 thousand dollars, and investment by
2012 of U.S. $ 2 mil to complete the circulating capital [7, 9].

The Carpet Factory located in Chisinau, "Floare-
Carpet", was founded in 1978 and was specialized in
manufacturing high density carpets: pure wool (100%
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lana si 20% — poliamida). In prezent, ,,Floare-Carpet” S.A. este
lider printre combinatele de covoare din tarile CSI dupa:
tehnologia capacitatii de productie, indicatorii calitatii
produselor de tip covoare si creativitatea artistica. Intreprinderea
cuprinde intregul ciclu de producere a covoarelor din 1ana de
oaie brutd si este dotatd cu linii de productie de tehnologie
modernd §i masini ale producatorilor mondiali renumiti din
Marea Britanie, Germania, Italia si Japonia.

Calitatea produselor
este confirmatd de certificatul international EN ISO 9001, de
marcile  comerciale  internationale = WOOLMARK  si
WOOLBLENDMARK ale certificatului international pentru
lana (International Wool Secretariat, IWS), precum si de un sir
de premii de frunte la expozitii §i prezentari internationale in
Spania, Marea Britanie si SUA [10].

Fabrica “Covoare-Ungheni” a fost fondatd in anul 1980 si
producea covoare din 1ana si polipropilend. Practic toata materia
primd era importati. in anul 2001, impreunid cu compania
belgiana ,,Unicorn Grup”, a fost creatd intreprinderea mixta
moldo-belgiana ,,Moldabela” SRL, la care lucreaza circa 400 de
lucratori. Productia anuald constituie in jur de 3 mil. m? de
confectii de tip covor. Volumul anual al vanzarilor depaseste 20
milioane de dolari SUA. Intreprinderea a implementat sistemul
de calitate EN ISO 9001: 2000. 90% din productie este
exportatd in: Rusia, Ucraina, Romania, Kazahstan, Polonia,
Italia, Marea Britanie, Slovacia, Bulgaria, Serbia, Spania, SUA,
Canada, Japonia, Australia s.a. [14].

in anul 1990, intreprinderea de producere a articolelor din
tricotaje din or. Cahul ,, Tricon” a fost reorganizata in societate
pe actiuni specializata in producerea confectiilor tricotate pentru
femei, barbati si copii, fabricate atat in serie, cat si la comanda
firmelor straine din Austria, Germania, Italia, Romania si alte
tari. Anual, intreprinderea alocd 600 mii de dolari SUA pentru
modernizarea utilajului si perfectionarea pregatirii profesionale
a muncitorilor. ,,Tricon” SA participa permanent la concursuri si
expozitii internationale 1n Madrid, New York, Londra s.a.
Productia acesteia este apreciatd inalt de catre cumparatori si
specialisti tehnologi [14].

De rand cu companiile renumite din ramura, a aparut un sir
de intreprinderi noi nu prea mari, de tehnologie inalta, care
produc articole tricotate si cusute de calitate Tnalta, printre care:

femei ,,Ravetti” si altele [12, 13].

The
organization covers the entire cycle for producing raw
sheep wool carpets and is equipped with modern
technology production lines and machines of renowned
world producers in the UK, Germany, Italy and Japan. Each
carpet is unique and is a creation of the work of painters.
Product quality is confirmed by the international certificate
ISO 9001 and international trademarks WOOLMARK and
WOOLBLENDMARK of the international certificate for
wool (International Wool Secretariat, IWS), as well as a
number of leading awards at international exhibitions in
Spain, UK and the U.S. [10].

The carpet factory "Covoare-Ungheni* was founded in
1980 and used to produce carpets of wool and
polypropylene. Basically all the raw material was imported.
In 2001, together with the Belgian company "Unicorn
Group”, was created the Moldovan- Belgian joint venture
"Moldabela” Ltd., which employs about 400 workers.
Annual production is around 3 million sg. m. of carpet
products. The annual sales volume exceeds 20 mil. U.S. $.
The company has implemented quality system 1SO
9001:2000. 90% of production is exported to Russia,
Ukraine, Romania, Kazakhstan, Poland, Italy, Great Britain,
Slovakia, Bulgaria, Serbia, Spain, USA, Canada, Japan,
Awustralia etc. [14].

In 1998, the knitwear garment factory, "Steaua",
created the Moldovan-Italian joint venture "Steaua —
Reds", which currently employ over 250 people.

Following modern trends in fashion, the company
produces the full range of knitwear for men, women and
children: sweaters, jackets, vests, scarves, hats, dresses,
skirts etc. The annual sales volume is about 2 million U.S.

70 % of the production is exported to Italy, Bulgaria,
Russia and other countries. The organization always
executes orders for famous European companies [11].

In 1990, the company producing articles of knitwear
from Cahul "Tricon" was reorganized into a joint stock
company specializing in the production of knitted garments
for men, women and children, made both in series and
orders for foreign companies from Austria, Germany, Italy,
Romania and other countries. Annually, the company
spends 600 thousand dollars for the modernization of the
equipment and professional training of workers. "Tricon"
SA takes part regularly in competitions and international
exhibitions in Madrid, New York, London etc. Its
production is highly appreciated by customers and
technology specialists [14].

Along with renowned companies in the industry,
appeared a number of new businesses not too large, of high
technology, producing knitted and sewn high quality
products, including "Vasconi — textile" LLC, "Galanta",
"Croitor-Tricot", Moldovan — Turkish joint venture
"Infiniti", individual enterprise "Olga Ceban" with the
famous trademark of lingerie for women "Ravetti" and
others [12, 13].

Research Methodology. For the analysis of export-
import markets of textiles and clothing production, are used
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comparativa, tabele si grafice analitice. Baza informationala
a analizei constituie datele statistice ale Biroului National
de Statisticd al Republicii Moldova si calculele analitice
ale autorului.

Rezultate empirice. Industria textild si de confectii a
Moldovei este caracterizata de un nivel inalt de operatiuni de
export-import. Volumul comertului extern de materiale textile si
articole din acestea determina totalitatea bunurilor, ce constituie
obiectul schimbului dintre Moldova si alte tari, care sporesc sau
reduc resursele materiale ale tarii in rezultatul importarii sau
exportdrii lor. Materialele textile si articolele din acestea se
refera la sectiunea XI a Sistemului armonizat de codificare si
descriere a marfurilor (Harmonized Commodity Description and
Coding System — HS-2002).

The basic information is the
statistical data analysis of the National Bureau
of Statistics of Moldova and the analytical calculations
of the author.

Empirical results. The textile and clothing industry of
Moldova is characterized by a high level of export-import
operations. The volume of foreign trade of textile materials
and of textile articles determines all the goods that are
exchanged between Moldova and other countries, which
increase or reduce the material resources of the country as a
result of their import or export. The textile materials and
articles refer to Section XI of the Harmonized Commodity
Description and Coding System — HS-2002. The indicated
section XI contains the following chapters: 50 — silk, 51 —
Wool, fine or coarse animal hair, yarn and woven horsehair,
52 — cotton, 53 — other vegetable textile fibers, paper yarn
and woven fabrics paper, 54 — filaments; 55 — staple fibers,
56 — wadding, felt and nonwovens, special yarns, twine,
cordage, ropes, cables and articles; 57 — carpets and other
floor coverings textiles; 58 — special fabrics, tufted textile
fabrics, lace, tapestries, trimmings, embroidery, 59 —
impregnated fabrics, coated, covered or laminated; articles
of textile materials, 60 — knitted or crocheted materials; 61 —
apparel and accessories for garments, knitted or crocheted,
62 — clothing and clothing accessories, not knitted or
crocheted, 63 — other textile articles.

The economic process of Moldova’s foreign trade
of textile materials and articles is dynamic, changing
over time. But the development of such processes
depends on its previous state to a large extent. The
dynamics can be represented by the corresponding
function that is often nonlinear, or the so-called trend.
Another indicator is the sustainability of the process,
which usually reflects the statistical temporal (annual)
variations (deviations) of the trend. The smaller the
deviation, the more sustainable is the process.

The dynamics and sustainability of the economic
processes and phenomena in Moldova's foreign trade
with textiles and articles of these materials has a
significant impact on its quantitative and qualitative
characteristics, which are presented in Table 1.

Moldova's foreign trade of textile materials and textile
articles is presented mainly on the markets of the
European Union countries, CIS and other countries.
However, 70% of export sales occur on markets of the
European Union, 7% — on CIS markets and 23% - the
markets of other countries. Regarding imports, 68% of
import purchases of textiles and articles take place on the
EU market, 4% — CIS markets and 28% — in other
countries’ markets. The trade balance of textile materials
and textile articles in Moldova has increased 3.8 times
during 2000-2011, and amounted to 612.91 million U.S.
dollars in 2011, while textile exports increased by 3.5
times and imports — by 4.1 times.

In  January-September 2013, the exports of
manufactured goods, classified mainly by material, were
placed on the fourth place, holding an 11.2% share in
total exports. In this section of goods, important weights
were recorded in exports of yarns, fabrics and textile
articles (30.2% of the total section and 3.4% — of total
exports). In January-September 2013 compared with the
same period of 2012, exports have shrunk for yarns,
fabrics and textile goods (-15.1%). Exports of different
manufactured items were ranked first, accounting for
22.0% of the total exports. In this section of products,
significant shares were priced on exports of clothing and
accessories (51.8% of the total section and 11.4% — of
the total exports).

The textile enterprises in Moldova developed jointly
with foreign partners have shown clear benefits in
productivity and quality of the released production, and
in this direction the textiles and clothing export platform
serves effectively both for the East and for the West.

To consider also that the textile and clothing industry
is quite sustainable, which Table 1 demonstrates.
Traditionally, it is considered that the main export
positions of goods in Moldova, according to the
Harmonized System sections are Section Il — Vegetable
products and Section IV of the HS — Food products,
beverages, spirits, tobacco. In the years 2000-2011, they
held 30 to 50% of the export volume. The export
potential of the textile and clothing industry is quite high
and the overall structure of exports harmoniously
complements the aforementioned chapters.

Comparative data on the export of vegetable
products, food products, textile materials and textile
articles are shown in Table 7.

Analiza datelor din Tabelul 7 permite evidentierca a
3 capitole principale (I, 1V, XI) ale exportului moldovenesc.

The analysis of the data in Table 7 allows
highlighting the 3 main chapters (Il, 1V, and XI) of the
Moldovan exports. The total volume of export sales of
goods of these chapters, in the period 2000-2011
increased almost 3 times, from U.S. $ 347.66 million in
2000 to 1021.69 U.S. dollars in 2011. Although these
chapters share in total exports fell from 70% to 45% at
the beginning of 2011, they remain the most important
export markets of Moldova.

Prospects for exports of textile products on the
European market

Chinese textiles that have flooded the world markets

Odata cu crearea Organizatia Mondiala
a Comertului (OMC), in anul 1995, de catre tarile UE, SUA si
Canada a fost semnat Acordul privind Comertul cu Textile si
Confectii, care limita accesul tarilor in curs de dezvoltare la
pietele lor prin aplicarea cotelor asupra exportului de textile.

According to OECD
data, textiles and clothing, currently are included in the
number of developed branches in the world with an
annual production capacity of 1.4 billion U.S. dollars,
exceeding machine and cars production, military-
industrial complex and the chemical industry. Among the
world's leading manufacturers of textiles, can be
highlighted the following: China (28%), the EU (15%)
and the U.S. (6%). The European Union and the United
States are at the same time the main importers of textiles
(20 and 22%, respectively). The result of higher
profitability and the increasing demand currently
represents the textiles industry midpoint of fierce
competition between western developed countries and
third world countries. The EU is the largest exporter of
textiles and clothing, and the second important in light
industry exports (the trade balance exceeds 200 billion
EUR), and which employs over 2 million people. Among
the European countries that produce textiles and apparel
are highlighted: Portugal (22%), Italy (12%), France and
Spain (6% each), oriented to the manufacture of high
quality and expensive products. The volume of trade
between the EU and the Republic of China (PRC) last
year reached 163 billion U.S. dollars. Since 1974, the
world trade was governed by the Multifiber Arrangement
regarding import limits of textiles and clothing. With the
creation of the World Trade Organization (WTO), in
1995 the EU countries, USA and Canada signed the
Agreement on Trade in Textiles and Clothing, which
limits the developing countries' access to their markets by
applying quotas on exports of textiles. Once this
document was approved (01.01.2005), all WTO members
have obtained access to these markets, which resulted in
a tumultuous increase of Chinese exports. Thus, only
three months of this year, the export of sweaters from the
PRC to the EU countries increased by 543%, the Chinese
stockings in January-February — 1940%, trousers for
men, in the first quarter — by 413%, the Chinese shirts -
187%. The exports of textiles account a growth rate in
China's trade balance of 5 times this year; in June 2005
its growth was nearly 10 billion U.S. dollars. With such
rates, in 2006, China had sufficient potential to remove
American and European producers from the market.
Properly assessing the situation, the U.S. first, and then
the WTO EU introduced control over textile imports
from China. This was made legal: with China's accession
to WTO, have been signed agreements with them, and
the European Union and the United States defined the
ability to charge for protection against Chinese goods if
the threat of domestic producers during the 3 years after
the forceful termination of the given period. The lower
threshold quota was 7.5% (ie, the Chinese have the right
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In acel moment s-a creat situatia de pat. Profitind de
pauza dintre semnarea acordurilor privind cotele si intrarea in
vigoare a acestora, importatorii europeni au achizitionat din
China imbricaminte in suma de peste 4 miliarde de dolari
SUA. Cand, 1nsd productia supra cotd a inceput a veni la
depozitele vamale in cantitati enorme, organele de conducere
ale UE s-au pomenit in fata perspectivei de ruinare a
importatorilor sdi. Pe de altd parte, devamarea marfurilor
insemna dezavuarea acordului privind cotele. Dupa negocieri
de lungd duratd cu China, totusi a fost luatd decizia de a
considera o jumatate din productia importata drept cota pentru
anul 2006, iar cealaltd jumadtate — de a devama in mod
obisnuit, iar pierderile sa fie suportate de ambele parti in
mod egal.

Desigur, se poate presupune, ca urmare a cotarii textilelor
chineze pe parcursul a trei ani, UE si SUA nu au avut mult de
profitat, intrucat aceeasi cantitate poate fi livratd prin
intermediul tarilor lumii a treia. Dar nu era exclus, ca dupa trei
ani, liderii UE si SUA sa fie inundati din nou de un val de
textile chineze.

Trebuie de recunoscut, cd nu este usor a face fatd
concurentei marfurilor ieftine si calitative. De asemenea,
cotele stabilite nu pot salva producétorii europeni, intrucat mai
sunt asa tari, ca Banglades si Costa-Rica, gata oricand, la
prima ocazie, sd majoreze ambitios productia de consum larg.
Chinezii sunt invinuiti de un joc neonest, care se desfasoara in
conditii inechitabile. Federatia internationald a muncitorilor in
industria textild, a confectiilor si a pielii (ITGLWF) a
declarant, ca incepand cu anul 2005, in UE se inchid zilnic 50
de intreprinderi din domeniul industriei usoare, 1si pierd locul
de munci peste o mie de oameni. In SUA, de la inceputul
anului au ramas fara loc de munca peste 17 mii de specialisti,
au fost inchise zeci de intreprinderi.

Avantajele Chinei. Un factor important de influenta asupra
consumului de produse textile este factorul pretului.
Reducerea pretului textilelor, de exemplu, cu 10% conduce la
cresterea nivelului de consum al textilelor cu 0,4%. Regimul
existent In China permite mentinerea celei mai mici pe piata
mondiala remunerari a muncii, a saptdmanii de muncd mai
mari, a unui asortiment foarte larg de produse si a unei
flexibilitati uimitoare a productiei. De asemenea, spre
deosebire de alte tari in curs de dezvoltare, de exemplu,
Banglades, intreprinderile RPC activeazd in baza materiei
prime proprii.

In China, producitorii se bucurd de un suport considerabil
din partea statului. Orice intreprindere chinezd mica sau
mijlocie primeste:

-ajutor financiar direct, inclusiv acordarea de credite
concesionale, imprumuturi si granturi destinate;

impozitarea preferentiald (primul an — scutire totald de
impozite, al doilea si al treilea an — scutire de impozitul pe
activitatea antreprenoriald, scutirea poate fi prelungita pana la
5 ani);

-organizarea si finantarea de cdtre stat a recalificarii
antreprenorilor;

-crearea §i asigurarea centrelor tehnice de consulting
specializate de stat pentru suportul producatorilor;

-scutire suplimentard de impozit la implementarea la
intreprindere a tehnicii noi si a inovatiilor;

-subsidii  suplimentare intreprinderilor la cresterea

to increase the existing level of its annual exports of
goods by at least 7.5%).

At that time was created a bed situation. Taking
advantage of the break between the signing of
agreements on quotas and their entry into force,
European importers have purchased clothing from China
worth over 4 billion dollars. But when quota over
production began to come to the bonded warehouses in
enormous quantities, the EU governing bodies have
found themselves faced with the prospect of ruining its
importers. On the other hand, clearance of goods meant
to disapprove the agreement on quotas. After lengthy
negotiations with China, however, it was decided to
consider one half of imported production as subject for
quotation for 2006 and the other half — to apply customs
clearance as usual, but losses should to be incurred by
both parties equally.

Of course, it can be assumed that due to the Chinese
textile listing over three years, the EU and the U.S. have
not had much to benefit from, whereas the same quantity
may be delivered via third world countries. But it was not
excluded that after three years, EU and U.S. leaders will
again be inundated by a wave of Chinese textiles.

It must be recognized that, it is not easy to face a
competition of cheap and quality goods. Also, setting
quotas cannot save European manufacturers, as countries
such as Bangladesh and Costa Rica are ready, at the first
opportunity, to increase ambitiously the production of
goods. The Chinese are accused of a dishonest game, held
under unfair conditions. The International Federation of
Workers in the textile, apparel and leather industry
(ITGLWF) said that since 2005, the EU daily closes 50
light industry enterprises and a thousand people lose their
jobs. In the U.S. daily remain unemployed over 17
thousand of specialists, dozens of businesses were closed.

China's advantages. An important factor of influence
in the consumption of textile products is the price factor.
Reducing the price of textiles, for example, by 10 %
leads to an increase in the consumption of textiles by
0.4%. The existing regime in China is capable of
maintaining the lowest world market remuneration, of a
longer working week, a very wide range of products and
an amazing flexibility of production. Also, unlike other
developing countries, for example, Bangladesh, PRC
enterprises work based on their own raw materials.

In China, the manufacturers enjoy considerable
support from the state. Any small or medium sized
Chinese company receives:

-direct financial assistance, including the provision of
concessional loans and grants;

-tax privileges (first year - total exemption from taxes,
the second and third year - entrepreneurship tax exemption,
the exemption may be extended up to 5 years);

-organization and state funding for
entrepreneurs;

-creation of technical centers providing specialized
consulting by the state in order to support producers;

-additional exemption from tax on the enterprise
implementation of new techniques and innovations;

-additional subsidies for companies with increasing

In afard de acestea, intreprinderile chineze sunt scutite de
toate impozitele la importul materiei prime, de exemplu, fibre
sau tesaturi, si sunt sustinute din toate punctele de vedere in
exportul produselor gata fabricate. Exportatorii, de asemenea,
sunt scutiti de impozite.

In ultimii 3 ani, investitiile in industria usoard a RPC au
constituit 21 miliarde de dolari SUA. O parte considerabila a
acestor mijloace a parvenit de la concernele europene si
americane. Cresterea capacitatii de productie a constituit in
aceeasi perioada 50%.

In prezent, in fata economiei chineze, crescinde foarte
rapid, este pusa sarcina de a asigura piete de desfacere pentru
productia sa. Nimeni nu are dubii, ca obtinand pozitii sigure
pe pietele interne ale multor tari, China va incepe sa dicteze
regulile jocului. Este absolut evident si faptul, ca tara va spori
mereu calitatea productiei, transferand prin aceasta insasi
productiile europene. Deja in prezent, in China exista
companii transnationale si lideri renumiti — acestia sunt atrasi
tot mai mult de posibilitatea utilizarii bazei chineze de
productie pentru propriile branduri.

Consecinte liberalizarii comertului cu produse textile.
Comerciantii de imbrdcaminte au inceput a obtine profituri
fantastice. Astfel, firma suedezd H&M — cel mai mare jucator
pe piata europeana — a inregistrat in primul trimestru al anului
2005 o crestere a profitului de 29%, comparativ cu aceeasi
perioada a anului 2004.

Din razboiul textil dintre UE, SUA si China, au castigat
tarile lumii a treia. Cel mai mare discounter Wal-Mart, care
achizitioneaza anual din India haine in valoare de 350
milioane de dolari SUA, deja a declarat intentia de a dubla
aceastd cifra 1n urmatorii 2 ani. Se considerd, cd India si
Pakistan au castigat din anularea cotelor in masurd egalda
Chinei. India, ca si alte tari ce au suferit din cauza tsunamelor,
a beneficiat la nceputul anului de preferinte comerciale
conform Sistemului Generalizat de Preferinte si acest factor,
de asemenea, a fost in dezavantajul producétorilor europeni.

in afard de acestea, anularea cotelor a creat toate
conditiile pentru outsourcing. Actualmente, centrul industriei
usoare s-a stramutat in tarile cu cheltuieli mai mici pentru
forta de munca; astfel, deja 60% din firmele franceze fabrica
produse peste hotare. De exemplu, in Banglades, in anul 1990,
se numarau 800 de fabrici, unde activau 400 mii de persoane,
in 2005 acesti indicatori au constituit 4 mii §i, respectiv,
2 milioane.

Conform prognozelor analiticilor, liberalizarea comertului
cu produse ale industriei usoare se va reflecta mai bolnavicios
asupra tdrilor in curs de dezvoltare. Ponderea produselor
textile in exportul mondial a constituit: 80% — Banglades,
70% — Pakistan si Campucia, 50% — Sri Lanca, 40% — Tunisia
si circa 40% — Turcia, Kenia, Cambogia, Mauritiu si alte tari
emergente, tari care au declarat despre reducerea productiei.
In Banglades, in acest an, pierderile din reducerea exportului
cu textile vor atinge cifra de 650 milioane de dolari SUA si
disponibilizari a peste un milion de persoane, din care 9/10
femei, ce risca sa ramanad fara surse de existenta.

Concluzii. Analiza efectuata privind industria textilad si de
confectii a Republicii Moldova permite formularea
urmatoarelor concluzii:

specialization and  cooperation, the
competitiveness of production and more.

In addition, Chinese enterprises are exempt from
all taxes on the import of raw materials, so for example,
fibers or fabrics, are supported in all views in
exporting manufactured products. Exporters also exempt
from taxes.

In last three years, investments in light industry of the
PRC accounted for 21 billion U.S. dollars. A
considerable part of these funds was received from
European and American conglomerates. The increase in
production capacity in the same period was 50%.

Today, in front of the Chinese economy, which is
growing very fast, it is putted the task of ensuring
markets for production. Nobody doubts that with
obtaining of secure positions on the markets of many
countries, China will begin to dictate the game. It is
obvious the fact that the country will always increase the
quality of output, passing through this very European
productions. Already today, transnational companies in
China are renowned leaders — they are increasingly
attracted by the possibility of using the Chinese base for
their own brands.

Consequences of trade liberalization for textile
products. Garment traders began to get fantastic profits. The
Swedish company H&M - the largest player in the European
market - recorded in the first quarter of 2005 a profit growth
of 29% compared to the same period of 2004.

From the textile war between the EU, U.S. and
China, the third world countries won. The biggest
discounter, Wal-Mart, purchases clothes from India with
an annual worth of U.S. $ 350 million, and has already
declared its intention to double this figure in the next two
years. It is believed that India and Pakistan have gained
from China's cancellation of allowances equal measures.
India, like other countries that have suffered tsunamis
benefited early from trade preferences under the
Generalized System of Preferences, and this factor also is
a disadvantage for European producers.

In addition, cancellation of allowances created all the
conditions for outsourcing. Currently, the light industry’s
center resettled to countries with lower costs for labor,
therefor already 60% of French companies manufacture
products abroad. For example, in Bangladesh, in 1990,
there were 800 factories, where 400.000 people were
working and in 2005 these indicators were 4000 and,
respectively, 2 million.

According to analysts' forecasts, the liberalization
of trade | the light industry will reflect sickly on
developing countries. The share of world exports of
textile products constituted: 80% — Bangladesh, 70% —
Pakistan and Campucia, 50% — Sri Lanka, 40% -
Tunisia, and about 40% — Turkey, Kenya, Cambodia,
Mauritius and other emerging countries that said about
reducing their production. In Bangladesh, this year,
losses of the reduced exports of textiles reached 650
million U.S. dollars and layoffs were over a million
people, of which 9/10 women at risk of running out of
financial sources.

Conclusions. The analysis performed on the textile

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In pofida conditiilor dificile ale etapei de tranzitie,
industria textila, incd in anul 2000, a ocupat unul din locurile
de frunte 1n structura productiei industriale a economiei
nationale.

Industria textild si de confectii este caracterizatd de un
nivel destul de 1nalt de durabilitate in situatii de criza si de
capacitatea de a restabili rapid volumele de productie si de
vanzare de pana la criza.

In structura economiei Moldovei, industria textild si de
confectii se manifesta ca ramura de stabilizare privind crearea
locurilor de munca si atragerea fortei de muncé, ca ramura ce
produce marfuri competitive si asigurd un nivel destul de inalt
al vanzarilor de export.

Inca din anul 2000, industria textild si de confectii s-a
clasat in primele trei compartimente principale ale exportului
moldovenesc, de rand cu sectiunea II al Sistemului armonizat
— Produse din regnul vegetal — si sectiunea IV — produse ale
industriei alimentare.

Industria textila si de confectii prezintd interes
considerabil pentru investitorii strdini datoritd pozitiei
geografice a Republicii Moldovei, cheltuielilor relativ mici de
productiesi calificdrii acceptabile a muncitorilor. Un sir de
intreprinderi italiene, germane, belgiene, turce si altele au
creat in Moldova intreprinderi mixte in sfera industriei
textile si de confectii. Acest proces pozitiv va continua si in
urmatorii ani.
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and clothing industry of Moldova allows to make the
following conclusions:

Despite the difficult conditions of the transition phase,
in 2000, the textile industry occupied one of the leading
positions in the production structure of the economy.

The textile and clothing industry is characterized by a
rather high level of sustainability in situations of crisis
and the ability to quickly restore production and sales
volumes achieved before the crisis.

In the structure of the economy of Moldova, the textiles
and clothing industry is manifested as a stabilization branch
by creating jobs and attracting labor, as well as producing
industry of competitive goods industry and which provides a
rather high level of export sales.

Since 2000, the textile and clothing industry came
within the three main compartments of Moldova’s
exports, along with Section Il of HS — vegetable products
—and Section IV — Food products.

The textile and apparel industry presents a
considerable interest for foreign investors due to the
geographical position of Moldova, the relatively low
costs of production and qualification acceptable to the
workers. A number of Italian enterprises, German,
Belgian, Turkish and others have created joint ventures in
Moldova within the textile and clothing industry. This
positive development will continue in the coming years.
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
