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MECANISMUL ORGANIZATORIC SI ECONOMIC
DE SUSTINERE A DEZVOLTARII DURABILE A
REGIUNILOR RURALE DE FRONTIERA: ESENTA
TEORETICA SI SEMNIFICATIA PRACTICA

In acest articol sunt descrise esenta conceptuald a
dezvoltarii durabile a zonei in general si specificul
prevederilor sale pentru regiunile de frontiera din mediul
rural. Sunt evidentiate caracteristicile specifice ale
regiunilor de frontiera din mediul rural, care necesita
abordari speciale ale mecanismului organizatoric §i
economic. De asemenea, este prezentatd structura
organizatorica §i economica a mecanismului dezvoltarii
durabile si axarea acestuia pe transformarea situatiei din
zonele tintd studiate.

Cuvinte cheie: dezvoltare durabild, zone rurale, zone de
frontierda, mecanism organizatoric gi €CONOMIC.

Introducere. Actualitatea asigurdrii dezvoltarii durabile a
regiunilor din Ucraina necesita abordari optime de management
si pregatire a acestora. Odata cu globalizarea si integrarea in
Uniunea Europeand, zonele de frontierd, care servesc locatiile
spatiale de crestere a mobilitatii resurselor, necesitd o atentie
deosebita. Printre altele, teritoriile rurale necesitd actiuni
imediate, axate pe cresterea eficientei de explorare a
potentialului lor de recurse, cauzata, in primul rand, de pozitia
lor geopolitica. Prin urmare, problema dezvoltarii durabile a
regiunilor de frontiera din mediul rural este importantd si
necesitd o atentie sporitd din partea oamenilor de stiinta si a
practicienilor.

Continutul de baza. Portofoliul de autori nationali este
enorm 1in stabilirea principiilor teoretice si metodologice ale
zonelor de dezvoltare durabila. O serie de lucrari sunt orientate
in directic pur economicd, deoarece corelarea intereselor
mediului si a celor financiare a fost intotdeauna un aspect
problematic al societatii. Printre cercetatorii problemei privind
dezvoltarea durabild si gestionarea principiilor asigurarii ei
meritd remarcati urmatorii: O. Akymenko, S. Bozhko,
M. Butko, Z. Gherasymchuk, M. Golubetz, V. Karpinski,
V. Kravciv, L. Maslovska, N. Pavliha si altii. Cu toate acestea,
foarte putind cercetare se concentreazd pe regiunile rurale de
frontiera, din cauza specificului de furnizare a dezvoltarii
durabile in aceasta zona.

Scopul acestei publicatii este determinarea naturii si
formularea abordarilor teoretice ale mecanismului organizatoric
si economic al dezvoltarii durabile a regiunilor de frontierd din
mediul rural, care posedd o mobilitate mare a populatiei din
cauza influentei puternice a locatiei geopolitice si dezvoltarea
periferica coplesitoare cu dependenta mare fatd de teritoriile
vecine ale statelor straine.

Obiectivele acestui articol sunt urmatoarele:

- determinarea esentei conceptuale a dezvoltarii durabile a
teritoriului In general si a specificului furnizarii acesteia pentru
regiunile de frontiera din mediul rural;

- selectarea caracteristicilor specifice ale regiunilor de
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Introduction. The topicality of ensuring the sustainable
development of Ukrainian regions necessitates the optimal
management approaches of its provision. With globalization
and European integration, border areas that serve the spatial
locations of increased resource mobility require special
attention. Among such, rural territories are in the most urgent
need of immediate actions aimed on increasing efficiency of
exploration of their recourse potential caused primarily by
their geopolitical location. Therefore, the issue of sustainable
development of rural border regions is important and requires
increased attention of scientists and practitioners.

The basic content. Portfolio of national authors in
determining the theoretical and methodological principles of
sustainable development areas is enormous. A number of
works is focused on purely economic direction because the
correlation of environmental and financial interests has always
been a problematic aspect of society. Among the researchers
of sustainable development issue and management principles
of its ensuring it is worth noting: O. Akymenko, S. Bozhko,
M. Butko, Z. Gherasymchuk. M. Golubetz, V. Karpinski,
V. Kravciv, L.Maslovska, N.Pavliha and others. However,
very few research is focused on rural border regions due to
specificity of its sustainable development provision.

The purpose of this publication is to determine the nature
and formulation of theoretical aproaches to the organizational
and economical mechanism of sustainable development of
rural border regions, which have high population mobility due
to powerful influence of geopolitical location and
overwhelming peripheral development with high dependence
on neighboring territories of foreign states.

The goals of this article are following:

- determining the conceptual essence of sustainable
development of the territory in a general sense and specifics of
its provision for rural border regions;

- selection of specific characteristics of rural border
regions, which require special approaches to organizational
and economic mechanism;

- determinarea structurii mecanismului organizatoric si
economic al dezvoltdrii durabile si al transformarii axate pe
situatia In zonele studiate.

In primul rind, si specificim viziunea noastrd asupra
dezvoltdrii durabile, care este sustinutdi de o mare atentie din
partea cadrelor universitare 1n ultimele citeva decenii. Printre
cercetatorii secolului XXI, o atentie deosebita atrag lucrarile lui
S. Sonko, care scrie, cd una dintre conditiile principale ale
dezvoltarii durabile sau noosfera dezvoltarii trebuie sa fie
schimbarea 1n structura si functiile ecosistemelor mediului care
ar permite posibilitatea de reproducere. In acest sens, omul de
stiintd considera ca conceptele nationale realiste de dezvoltare in
viitor a Ucrainei trebuie si evite stampilele moderne
"postindustriale", "civilizatie" si alte. Actualmente, existd o nevoie
urgenta care constd in impartirea metodologica a ideii de a realiza
conditia de noosfera a sistemelor sociale si a celor de mediu
(dezvoltarea durabild), precum si ideea de protectie a mediului
(conservarea ideii de antropocentrism), cu ajutorul unor sanctiuni
de mediu, crearea retelelor ecologice, crearea organizatiilor
nonguvernamentale ecologice, a partidelor politice si aplicarea
altor masuri, fara indoiald, utile, care ar trebui sa fie planificate si
puse in aplicare intr-un concept mai larg de sensibilizare a
noosferei [1, p. 25-26]. Astfel, cercetérile efectuate de S.Sonko
difera prin capacitatea de a auto-reproduce ca fiind o conditie
necesard a unui concept de dezvoltare durabila pe care noi inca il
consideram oarecum exagerat si credem ca este mai bine pentru a
oferi astfel de exploatare de resurse care ar include actiuni menite
asupra recuperdrii acestora prin redistribuirea beneficiilor primite.

Meritd sa mentionam realizdrile oamenilor de stiinta,
precum B.Karpinski si S.Bozhko, care vad dezvoltarea durabila
a economiei in interactiune cu procesele de consum de materii
prime naturale, cresterea capacitdtii de productie si rezolvarea
problemelor sociale si a altor pe aceasta baza [2, p. 39]. Oamenii
de stiinta afirma ca societatea depune, in mod constant, eforturi
pentru a crea productie si tehnologie, care sporeste, in mod
semnificativ, eficienta economiei teritoriului. Cu toate acestea,
asa cum dovedeste practica constrangerii de resurse, este necesar
sa se prevada 1n acelasi timp ideologia de dezvoltare economica
durabila [3, p.33]. Astfel, oamenii de stiintd atrag atentia asupra
relatiei stranse intre atare procese contradictorii, care necesita
gasirea echilibrului optim. Acest lucru sugereaza un studiu
aprofundat al dezvoltarii durabile, care este discutat in continuare.

in activitatea comund a oamenilor de stiinta, precum M.
Butko si O. Akimenko, dezvoltarea teritoriald durabild este
definitd ca o dezvoltare a fortelor de productie ale societdtii cu
cea mai mare considerare in vederea interesele tuturor
componentelor, a tuturor membrilor societatii, cu conservarea
necesara si, daca este posibil, reproducerea resurselor naturale,
satisfacand astfel toate nevoile societatii, fara a distruge
(epuiza), mediu de viata [4, p. 176]. Deci, din nou, este discutat
echilibrul dintre nevoile societitii si ale resurselor limitate.

Merita mentionatd declaratia cu privire la dezvoltarea
durabild, documentatd intr-o publicatie stiintifica din Rusia de
catre N. Pahomova, A. Endres si K. Rihter, care afirma nevoia
gasirii punctului principal al dezvoltarii economice, care Se va
solda cu inrautatirea bunastarii generatiilor viitoare. Principala
sarcind a stiintei economice este de a face ideea de dezvoltare
durabila una operationala stiintific si un concept politic [5, p. 9;
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- determining the structure of organizational-economic
mechanism of sustainable development and its target
transformation of situation in the studied areas.

First, lets specify our vision of sustainable development,
which has great attention of academics of last several decades.
Among researches of XXI century, special attention draws the
work of S.Sonko who states that one of main conditions of
sustainable or noosphere development must be the change in
the structure and functions of environmental ecosystems that
would leave them able to reproduce. In this regard, the
scientist believes that realistic national concepts of future
development of Ukraine must avoid  "postindustrial”,
"civilization" and other modern stamps. Today there is an
urgent need — to methodologically divide the idea of achieving
noosphere condition of social and environmental systems
(sustainable development) and idea of environmental
protection (preserving the idea anthropocentrism) with the
help of environmental penalties, creation of ecological
networks, creation of nongovernmental  ecological
organizations, political parties and other undoubtedly useful
measures which should be planned and implemented within a
broader concept of noosphere awareness [1, p. 25-26].
Thereby, contentions of S.Sonko differ first of all by its
ability to self reproduce as a necessary prerequisite of a
sustainable development concept which we still feel somewhat
exaggerated and we think it's better to provide such
exploitation of recourses that would include actions aimed on
their recovery through the redistribution of received benefits.

It's worth to mention the achievements of scientists such
as B.Karpinski and S.Bozhko, who view sustainable
development of economy in interaction with processes of
consumption of  natural raw materials, increasing of
production capacity and resolving social and other problems
on this basis [2, p. 39]. Scientists state that society is
constantly striving to create manufacturing and technology
that significantly increase the efficiency of economy of the
territory. However, as proves the practice of resource
constrains, it's necessary to simultaneously provide the
ideology of sustainable economic development [3, p.33].
Thus, scientists draw attention to the close relation of such
contradicting processes which require the search of optimal
balance. This suggests high gemology of sustainable
development which is discussed below.

In the joint work of M.Butko and O.Akimenko, the
sustainable spatial development is defined as a development of
productive forces of society with the highest regard to the interests
of all components, all members of society with necessary
preservation and, if possible, reproduction of natural resources,
satisfying all needs of society without destroying (depletion)
environment of living [4, p. 176]. So again, the balance between
society needs and limited resources is discussed.

It is worth to note the statement about sustainable
development documented in a Russian scientific publication of
N.Pahomova, A.Endres, and K.Rihter that states the need to find
the backbone of economic development which wouldn't lead to
a decline of welfare of future generations. The main task of
economic science is to make the idea of sustainable
development an operational scientific and political concept [5,
p.9; 6, p.88]. Thus, another main aspect of sustainable
development is revealed — to provide the welfare of future
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6, p.88]. Astfel, un alt aspect principal al dezvoltarii durabile
este asigurarea bunastarii generatiilor viitoare.

Z. Gerasimchiuk si V. Polishuk percep dezvoltarea durabila
ca pe un proces de transformare constantd a caracteristicilor
calitdtii si cantitatii ale sistemului sociologic si economic
regional, care are drept scop realizarea unui echilibru dinamic
intre societate, economie si mediu pentru a asigura bundstarea
generatiilor prezente si viitoare [7, p. 31]. Astfel, atentia este
axata pe procesul permanent de dezvoltare durabild, care
presupune un control constant de gestiune.

In conformitate cu justificarea unei cercetiri mai
cuprinzatoare a dezvoltdrii durabile, vom revizui pozitia lui
L. Semiv, care prevede cd dezvoltarea durabild este de fapt o
autodezvoltare, si anume o dezvoltare, care se stimuleaza spre
un progres constant [8, p. 20].

Astfel, sustinem ca dezvoltarea durabila din punct de vedere
al termenilor virtuali ar trebui sd fie privitd drept un proces
continuu de echilibrare a nevoilor societatii §i capacitatea de
exploatare a resurselor, care nu duce la epuizarea lor, iar
veniturile obtinute de la un astfel de proces contribuie la
reproducere si capacitatea continud a dezvoltarii economice,
sociale, culturale si spirituale a teritoriilor cu prevenirea
dependentei de potentialul de resurse al altor locatii virtuale.
Schema conceptuald a modului in care autorul vede ideea de
dezvoltare durabild a zonei este prezentata in Figura 1.

generations.

Z.Gerasimchiuk and V.Polishuk view sustainable
development as the process of constant transformation of
quality and quantity characteristics of regional sociological
and economic system aimed on achieving a dynamic balance
between society, economy and environment that ensures
welfare of present and future generations [7, p. 31]. Thus, the
attention is focused on continuous process of sustainable
development which requires constant management control.

In keeping with the rationale for a more comprehensive
research of sustainable development lets review L. Semiv's
position, which states that sustainable development is a self-
development, namely a development, which stimulates itself
to a constant progress [8, p. 20].

Thus, taking into consideration statements given above,
we believe, that sustainable development in spatial terms
should be viewed as a continuous process of balancing the
needs of society and ability to the exploitation of resources
which doesn't lead to their depletion, and the revenue from
such process go to reproduction and further ability of
economic, social, cultural and spiritual development of
territories with preventing dependence on the resource
potential of other spatial locations. Conceptual diagram of
how author views the idea of sustainable development of the
area is shown in Figure 1.

Necesitatea urgentd de a se concentra pe dezvoltarea
durabild a zonelor rurale de frontiera se datoreazi pe 0
cunoagtere bund a semnificatiei securitatii alimentare a tarii,
dezvoltarea istorica si culturald a societatii (conservarea si
punerea in valoare a traditiilor culturale ale poporului
ucrainean), conservarea structurilor care au existat multi ani
in urma si au rdmas pana in prezent [10, p. 134].

Mediul rural din regiunile de frontierd, in special cele
care au statut de granita (situate la 50 de km de granita), se
deosebeste de altele, prin urmare necesita o abordare speciala
pentru a asigura dezvoltarea durabila a acestora (Tabelul 1).

It's worth to pay attention to the fact that social,
economic and ecological processes is a prerequisite of
sustainable development [9, p.7]. Accordingly, require-
ments for building the organizational and economic
mechanism of sustainable development of researched areas
have been placed on a significantly higher level.

The urgent need on focusing on sustainable
development of rural border areas is due to well known
postulate of significance of food security to the country,
historical and cultural development of society (preservation
and enhancement of the cultural traditions of the Ukrainian
people), preservation of structures that existed many years
ago and remained to the present day [10, p. 134].

Rural area of border regions, especially those that have
borderline status (located within 50 km from the border)
have other specifics that require special approaches for
ensuring their sustainable development (Table 1).

intelegand specificul zonelor studiate, considerim ci
dezvoltarea durabild a regiunilor rurale frontaliere implica
echilibrarea nevoilor locuitorilor din zonele rurale si
oportunitatile de exploatare a resurselor care sunt concentrate
in acele zone, cu reproducerea lor in continuare, dezvoltarea
si implementarea functiilor complexe din sat si prevenirea
dependentei de potentialul de resurse din alte domenii, in
special 1n regiunile din alte tari vecine. Totodatd, mentionam
faptul, ca furnizarea dezvoltarii zonelor rurale ar trebui sa fie
efectuatda in aspect economic, social, cultural si spiritual,
precum si caracteristicile complexe ale satului trebuie sa
includd functii economice, demografice, educationale,
medicale, de mediu si de agrement.

Perceperea specificului asigurarii dezvoltarii durabile a
regiunilor de frontierd rurale va permite cunoasterea care ar
trebui sa fie instrumentul unei astfel de prevederi si cel mai
important — sub ce formi. In mod evident, impactul
managementului privind dezvoltarea durabild a zonelor
studiate trebuie sa se bazeze pe situatia nivelului lor socio-
economic, si posibilul pericol care 1-ar putea transforma la
niveluri ierarhice superioare §i chiar a crea un risc enorm
pentru securitatea nationald. Trebuie sa mentionam, ca daca
un astfel de impact de conducere ar trebui sa fie concentrat in

Understanding the specifics of the studied areas, we
believe that sustainable development of rural border
regions involves balancing the needs of rural residents and
opportunities for exploitation of resources that are
concentrated here, with their further reproduction and
development, implementation of complex functions of the
village and preventing dependence on resource potential of
other areas, particularly neighboring regions of foreign
countries. Lets clarify that the provision of development of
rural areas should be carried out in an economic, social,
cultural and spiritual aspects, and the complex features of

the village must include economic, demographic,
educational, medical, environmental and recreational
functions.

Understanding the specifics of ensuring the sustainable
development of rural border regions, lets find out what
should be the instrument of such provision and most
importantly — in what form. Obviously, the management
impact on sustainable development of studied areas should
be based on the situation of their socio-economic level, and
possible danger that may transform to higher hierarchical
levels and even create huge risk for national security. We
need to clarify whether such managerial impact should be

Considerdm ca cel mai bun mod de influenta controlat asupra
dezvoltarii durabile a regiunilor de frontiera rurale ar trebui
sa fie un mecanism adecvat care nu trebuie sa se limiteze
doar la impact guvernamental, dar sia combine diferite
instrumente de control social.

Stiinta controlului guvernamental ofera diferite tipuri de
mecanisme de reglementare. Noi credem ca, printre aceste
tipuri, o abordare destul de cuprinzitoare pentru dezvoltarea
durabila a regiunilor de frontiera din mediul rural va fi
efectuata de catre mecanismul organizatorico-economic — un
sistem de management holistic, care a definit, in mod
specific, parghii economice de influenta, a caror utilizare in
domeniul institutional determind, in mod direct, Stabilitatea
domeniile corespunzatoare. Astfel, mecanismul organizarico-
economic al dezvoltarii durabile a regiunilor de frontiera din
mediul rural este format din doud blocuri principale:

1) de organizare, format dintr-un numar de institutii
guvernamentale si nonguvernamentale, cu autoritatea de a
asigura durabilitatea acestor zone, indiferent de subordonarea
ierarhica;

2) economic, format din instrumente economice in cadrul
creditului financiar, investitii, taxe, buget si reglementarea
preturilor. Ca parte a blocului de organizare, existd, de
asemenea, forme de cooperare intersectoriala (de cooperare,
clustere etc.), activate cu participarea simultana la diferite
activitdti de cooperare regionala.

Pentru functionarea eficientd a mecanismului studiat, este
important sa se determine esenta referintei dezvoltarii durabile
a regiunilor de frontierda din mediul rural, pentru realizarea
carora trebuie indreptate anumite resurse (Figura 2).
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focused in the hands of the government, or whether it
should bring together non governmental and governmental
institutions that should gain more weight in a civil society.
We believe that the most optimal way of controlled impact
on sustainable development of rural border regions should
be an appropriate mechanism that would not be confined to
only governmental impact, and would combine different
instruments of social control.

Science of governmental control offers different types
of regulation mechanisms. We believe that among these
types a fairly comprehensive approach to sustainable
development of rural border regions will be carried out by
organizational and economic mechanism, which is a
holistic management system that has specifically defined
economic levers of influence and the use of which in the
institutional area directly determines the stability of the
corresponding areas. Thus, organizational and economic
mechanism of sustainable development of rural border
regions is formed by two main blocks:

1) organizational, formed by a number of governmental
and non-governmental institutions that have the authority
in ensuring the sustainability of these areas, regardless of
hierarchical subordination;

2) economic, formed by economic instruments within
the financial credit, investment, tax, budget, and price
regulation. As part of the organizational block there are
also forms of intersectoral cooperation (cooperation,
clusters, etc.) activated with simultaneous participation in
various activities of regional cooperation.

For effective functioning of the studied mechanism it is
important to clarify what is the sustainability benchmarks
of rural border regions, for achieving which resource
provision must be directed (Figue 2).

Prin urmare, este important si se inteleagd complexitatea
sustenabilitatii regiunilor de frontiera din mediul rural,
situate in zona special geopolitic sensibild in raport cu
tendintele globale a fenomenelor si proceselor dominate
distructive. Concentratia celor mai competitive resurse din
anumite habitate deplaseaza zona studiatd spre periferie,
transformand-0 in localitate care nu are nevoie de o atentie
speciali in ceea ce priveste asigurarea durabilititii. in
acelasi timp, aceste zone sunt de o importantd strategica
exceptionald pentru tara ca intreg, deoarece vecinatatea lor
teritoriala cu tarile straine permite formarea unui nou spatiu
progresiv de activitati umane cu cooperare activa in cadrul
cooperarii transfrontaliere si, astfel, creste mobilitatea
interteritoriala. Proximitatea segmentului de consumatori
straini formeaza noi oportunititi de afaceri. Prin urmare,
aceste zone necesita o atentie deosebita privind asigurarea
durabilitatii lor, care va permite stagnarea proceselor
periferice si degradarea potentialului uman.

In summary it should be noted that despite the urgent
need for a managed sustainable provision of development of
rural border regions through studied mechanism, we draw
attention to the pattern of sustainable development described
by L. Maslovska - hierarchy and availability of achieving the
parameters of sustainable development, which follows from
the law of global balance.The essence of this pattern is that
the achievement of sustainable development at the local level
in the absence of territorial sustainability and balance in
higher local and systemic levels — impossible [11, p. 13]. It is
therefore important to understand the complexity of
sustainability of rural border regions that are located in
especially geopolitically sensitive area relatively to global
trends with dominated destructive phenomena and processes.
The concentration of the most competitive resources in certain
habitats shifts the studied area on the periphery, turning them
into settlements that do not require special attention in regards
to ensuring their sustainability. At the same time these areas
are of exceptional strategic importance for the country as a
whole, because their territorial neighbourship with foreign
countries allows to form a new progressive space of human
activity with the active cooperation within the framework of
cross-border  cooperation and increased inter-territorial
mobility. Proximity of foreign consumer segment forms new
business opportunities. Therefore, these areas require special
attention in the provision of their sustainability that will enable
them to stop the peripheral processes and degradation of
human potential.
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
