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Turcia a inregistrat, in ultimele 4 decenii, o crestere
remarcabild din punct de vedere economic. Industria
energeticd este reprezentatda indeosebi prin industria
carbunilor (mai ales lignit si huila), localizata in nord-
vestul Anatoliei. Energia electricd se obtine in cadrul
hidrocentralelor si termocentralelor. Ca marime, Turcia
este a 15-a a GDP-PPP a lumii, si a 17-a a NGDP. Tara
este un membru fondator al OECD si G-20 a economiei
majore.

Incepdnd cu anul 1983, Turcia parcurge o serie de
reforme care au fost initiate de prim ministrul si proiectate
sa transforme economia din statistici, sistem izolat, la un
sector privat;, model bazat pe piatd. Reformele
impulsioneaza cresterea rapidad, dar aceastd crestere a fost
punctata de recesiunile mari si crizele financiare in 1994,
1999 si 2001, rezultind o medie de 4% GDP crestere/an
intre 1981 si 2013. Lipsa reformelor fiscale suplimentare,
combinate cu deficitele unui sector public mare si in
crestere §i coruptia pe scard largd, rezultata din inflatia
mare, un sector bancar slab si volatilitate macroeconomicd
crescutd.

Din anul 2012, principalii parteneri comerciali ai
Turciei sunt: Germania, Rusia si Iran. Turcia a profitat de o
uniune vamala cu Uniunea Europeand, semnatd in 1995,
pentru a creste productia industriald pentru export,
beneficiind, in acelasi timp, de investitii straine UE —
origine in tard.

Turcia este, de asemenea, o sursa de investitii strdine
directe in Europa Centrala si de Est si CSI, cu mai mult de
1.5 miliarde dolari investite. 32% a fost investit in Rusia, in
primul rand in sectorul resurselor naturale si constructii, iar
46% din vecinii Turciei de la Marea Neagrd, Bulgaria §i
Romania. Companiile turcesti au, de asemenea, stocurile de
ISD considerabile in Polonia, la aproximativ 100 milioane
dolari. Firmele de constructii §i de contractare au fost
actori importanti, cum ar fi: Enka, Tekfen, Gama, si Uggen
Insaat, precum si cele trei grupe industriale, Anadolu Efes
Group, Sisecam Group si Vestel Group. Exporturile au
ajuns la 115.3 miliarde dolari in 2007, dar importurile au
crescut la 162.1 miliarde dolari, in mare parte ca urmare a
cresterii cererii de resurse energetice, cum ar fi gaze
naturale §i titei. Turcia vizeaza exporturile de 200 miliarde
dolari, in 2013, si comertul total de cel putin 450 miliarde
dolari. Nu a fost o schimbare considerabila a exporturilor in
ultimele doud decenii.

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Turkey has made in the last 4 decades a remarkable
growth in economy. The energy industry is represented
mainly by the coal industry (especially lignite and coal),
located in northwest Anatolia. The electricity is produced in
the hydro and thermal power plants.

Turkey has the world's17th largest nominal
GDP, and 15th largest GDP by PPP. The country is a
founding member of the OECD (1961) and the G-20 major
economies (1999). Since December 31, 1995, Turkey is also
a part of the EU Customs Union. While many economies
have been unable to recover from the recent global financial
recession, the Turkish economy expanded by 9.2% in 2010,
and 8.5 percent in 2011, thus standing out as the fastest
growing economy in Europe, and one of the fastest growing
economies in the world. Hence, Turkey has been meeting the
“60 percent EU Maastricht criteria” for public debt stock
since 2004. Similarly, from 2002 to 2011, the budget deficit
decreased from more than 10 percent to less than 3 percent,
which is one of the EU Maastricht criteria for the budget
balance.

As of 2012, the main trading partners of Turkey
are Germany, Russia and Iran. Turkey has taken advantage
of acustoms union with the European Union, signed in
1995, to increase industrial production for exports, while
benefiting from EU — origin foreign investment into the
country.

Turkey is also a source of foreign direct invest-
ment in central and eastern Europe and the CIS, with more
than $1.5 billion invested. 32% has been invested in Russia,
primarily in the natural resources and construction sector,
and 46% in Turkey’s Black Sea neighbours, Bulgaria and
Romania. Turkish companies also have sizable FDI stocks
in Poland, at about $100 million. The construction and
contracting companies have been significant players, such
as Enka, Tekfen, Gama, and Ucgen Insaat, as well as the
three industrial groups, Anadolu Efes Group, SiseCam
Group and Vestel Group. The exports reached $115.3 billion
in 2007, but imports rose to $162.1 billion, mostly due to the
rising demand for energy resources like natural gas and
crude oil. Turkey targets exports of $200 billion in 2013,
and a total trade of at least $450 billion. There has been a
considerable shift in exports in the last two decades. The
share of natural gas decreased from 74% in 1980 to 30% in
1990 and 12% in 2005. The share of mid and high
technology products has increased from 5%, in 1980, to
14%, in 1990, and 43%, in 2005.

Daca, anterior, pentru integrarea la UE se
pronuntau 75% din populatie, actualmente aceastd cifrd s-a
redus la 20%.

Necesitatea Turciei de a scdpa de "sclavia economicd" este
perceputa in mod dual.

Introduction. As stated in Turkey, it must be
released by "economic slavery" and to become a country,
"which has its word in the global economy, which is not
easy." It accentuates that Turkey in the global market
must form its image, it’s brand. Besides these "Ankara
must promote its economic reforms, although at the
moment the income per capita is about 2500 USD, which
is a success for national economy."

What is understood under "economic slavery”, where
the government's claims of Ankara grow export-import
operations with Brussels? Turkish share of foreign trade
with the EU is almost 65% of the total. According to the
Institute of Statistics from Turkey, foreign trade turnover
in March amounted to around 35 billion dollars, and the
foreign trade balance was negative — from 5.2 billion
USD. In opinion of officials fromTurkey in "the context
of global crisis when EU started to reduce consumption
also fell the economy of Turkey".

The basic content. In this respect, Turkey has
announced its intention to initiate renegotiation of its
participation in the Customs Union of the European
Union. As noted, Turkey is at a disadvantage because the
1995 Agreement obliges Turkey to reduce customs
duties for a third of EU countries. Becoming the only
state of the European Customs Union, the only one
outside of EU, Turkey continues to meet the obligations
of a full member of the European Customs Union:
respect visas and quotas on goods imported from the EU,
acting within the limits of development and cooperation
with non-EU third countries. However, comments made
in "Hiirriyet" newspaper [3] notes that Ankara
mechanical approve all bilateral agreements with the
customs union without participating in decision-making".

Turkey relies on the fact that negotiations, initiated in
2005 between Ankara and Brussels on accession to the
EU as a full member will result in success. However,
Turkey is refused under various pretexts. It notes that
"Turkey's accesion to EU is delayed”, reducing the
attractiveness of EU integration among Turkish citizens.
If previous EU integration is pronounced 75% of the
population, now this figure was reduced to 20%.

However, the need for Turkey to escape of "economic
slavery" is perceived dual. Whether Ankara, as before,
looking for ways to put pressure on Brussels to speed up
the process of European integration, or it really wants to
take decisive action to promote their own brand in the
business world. Or Ankara calls for revision of
conditions of its participation in EU Customs Union,
which would allow to get legal immunity "whims" of
Europe. However, the Turkish Ministry believes that
»European Union needs Turkey as Turkey needs the EU"
and that "Turkey will continue to implement the
commitments made by EU rules and conduct additional
negotiations on this issue".

At the same time, it cannot be ignored the following
circumstances. In those 28 countries of the European
Union are held elections for European Parliament.
According to experts, if the right-wing parties will get
about 30% of the seats in Parliament, it will change
qualitatively, radically changing the face of EU policy.

Pentru prima data, in practica alegerilor in Europarlament,
asociatiile de partide vor inainta candidat pentru postul de
presedinte al Eurocomisiei.

Discutiile
asupra textelor Constitutiei Europene si, mai tarziu, a Tratatului
de la Lisabona includ si propuneri referitoare la mentionarea
crestindtatii sau ,,.Dumnezeu”, sau ambele in preambulul
textului, dar ideea s-a confruntat de opozitie si a fost
abandonata.

Crestinii din UE sunt divizati intre ortodocsi (Romania,
Grecia, Cipru si Bulgaria), romano-catolici §i numeroase
orientari protestante (in special, in nordul Europei). Alte religii,
precum iudaismul sau islamul, de asemenea, sunt reprezentante
in numirul populatiei UE.

Din aceste motive, aspiratiile Turciei de a penetra in
Europa, tendintele de se debarasa de ,sclavia economica”,
starnesc doar o ironie politicd. Este necesar sa remarcam,
obiectiv, ca in UE exista si alte opinii, precum cea a lui
Gerhard Schroder, fostul cancelar german. El si-a
expus parerea, ca ar dori o integrare cat mai rapida intre UE,
Rusia si Turcia. In opinia lui, «doar orientarea economici a
partenerilor orientali va ajuta Europa de a concura cu SUA si
China». Gerhard Schroder considera, ca ,legaturile
europenilor cu americanii slabesc, deoarece presedintele SUA,
Barac Obama, acorda o atentie superioara regiunii Pacificului”,
diminuarea semnificatiei aliantei Transatlantice, preponderent
NATO”.

The new European force will oppose enlargement.

For the first time in the election practice of
Eurocomission, the parties associations will nominate
candidates for president for Eurocomission. Causes of
Turkey’s refuse to participate in the EU are of principle.
Turkey's integration into the EU with a number of 76
million population is turning into a major force in
Europe. Most of the population in Turkey is of Muslim
faith. Most Muslims are Sunni (85-90%) and a large
minority are Alevi (10-15%), a community within
Twelver Shi'a Islam community that are 7-11 million. In
the country there are some Sufi practitioners. This can
introduce different mentality in Europe and thinking. In
Europe there are reservations in this regard. The EU is a
secular body with no formal connection with any
religion, but art. 17 of the Treaty for the Functioning of
the European Union recognizes the "status under national
law of churches and religious associations” as well as
non-confessional and philosophical organisations”.

The preamble of the European Union Treaty
mentions the "cultural, religious and humanistheritage of
Europe". Discussions on the texts of the European
Constitution and later the Treaty of Lisbon included
proposals to mention Christianity or "God" or both, in
the preamble of the text, but the idea faced opposition
and was dropped.

Christians in the EU are divided among Orthodox
(Romania, Greece, Cyprus and Bulgaria) and Roman-
Catholic, numerous protestant (especially in northern
Europe). Other religions, such as Judaism or Islam are also
represented in the EU population. In 2009, the EU was
estimated 13 million Muslims, and about a million Hebrew.
The Eurostat’s Eurobarometer survey in 2005 showed that
52% of EU citizens believe in God, 27% "a force or spirit"
and 18% do not believe in any spiritual force. Many
countries have felt a decline in religious participation in
recent years. The countries where the fewest believers are
Estonia (16%) and Czech Republic (19%). The most
religious countries are Malta (95%, predominantly Roman-
Catholic), Romania and Cyprus, each with over 90% of
citizens believe in God (both predominantly Orthodox). In
the EU, religious faith is higher among women with
increasing age, most basic education of those who are
politically right (57%). In addition to all in Brussels there
isn’t politicians that consider Turkey as an equal partner.
Mayor of Ventspils (Latvia) — Aivars Lembergs said that
"Europe builds a powerful colonialism when powerfull
takes control on those weak™.

For these reasons, Turkey's aspirations to penetrate in
Europe, the trends to discard of "economic slavery" —
just stirs political irony. It is necessary to note that in EU
there are other opinions, as Gerhard Schroder, former
German chancellor. He exhibited his opinion, that he
would like a swift integration between the EU, Russia
and Turkey. According to him "economic orientation of
the Eastern partners will help Europe compete with the
U.S. and China". Gerhard Schréder believes that
"Europeans ties weaken with those of U.S., because
president Barack Obama pays high attention to the
Pacific region", diminishing the significance of the
transatlantic alliance, mainly NATO".

Punctul
forte al pietrei de temelie al Bruxelles cu Thilisi si Chisindu ar
trebui sa fie raspandit pe cele doud foste republici sovietice,
asupra zonei de comert liber aprofundat si cuprinzator cu UE.
Evolutiile politice acute din Ucraina, in ultima perioadd din
luna trecutd ofera informatii despre intensificarea procesului
de aderare a Georgiei la asocierea cu UE.

The Turkey’s ,,bridge head" for the EU in the
Caucasus

The events in Ukraine increased the European decision
regarding Association relations of Georgia and Moldova
with the EU. The strength of the foundation stone of
Thilisi, Chisinau and Brussels should be spread over the
two former Soviet republics to the deep and
comprehensive free trade area with the EU. The acute
political developments from Ukraine in the last period
brings us information about enhancing Georgia's accession
process to the EU association. As can be understood from
the statements of European officials from the Georgia
Association Agreement, initialling and signing should not
exceed more than a year. These events may occur at the
end of 2014.

To accelerate Georgia's association to European values,
Brussels is firmly convinced of training resources. Some of
them may be finded in "trilateral conception”, which lately
is heard more often in the Caucasus's address. The Turkish-
Georgian-Azerbaijani  «threelaterism» reminds us of
extrapolate the Caucasus region of Zbigniew Kazimierz
Brzezinski conception during the "Cold War". Located at
the intersection of energy and transport routes in the
Caucasus vector "East-West", Thilisi increasingly enter into
friendly relations with Ankara and Baku in trusted political-
economic characters. To establish these relationships in the
form of trilateral alliance between Turkey, Georgia and
Azerbaijan enters the vital interests of each of the potential
partners. To this association a strong interest is coming from
the EU.

In commercial-economic relations of the EU with
Georgia and Azerbaijan prevail the elements of the energy
resources supply from the Caspian shelf to the European
markets. In specialized network, Azerbaijan is a producer
of energy resources and Georgia is their transit. Other
components in the economic and trade relations of the EU
with the two republics are mostly derived from their power
and functions of transit. In Brussels is an attempt to
expand the trade and economic cooperation with
Azerbaijan and Georgia, to bring it beyond secured supply
of energy resources. However, the EU has failed in this
area. The EU market for Georgia and Azerbaijan are a
priority.

According to data for the year 2012, its represented by
45,6% respectively and 26.6% of the turnover of foreign
trade in Azerbaijan and Georgia. But if we look at these

De fapt, UE nu are nici o alternativd de a avansa in
relatiile sale cu Georgia si Azerbaidjan, doar daca se va baza
numai pe ,,capul de pod” turcesc in expansiunea sa comercial-
economicd in directia Caucazului de Sud. Din anul 1996,
Turcia este membra a Uniunii Vamale UE. Deja 18 ani ea
beneficiaza de avantajele elementelor principale ale relatiilor
comerciale integrate cu UE: eliminarea reciprocd a taxelor
vamale si de standardizare a procedurilor vamale, introducerea
unor reguli comune pentru standardizare si certificarea
marfurilor care trec frontiera. Aderarea Georgiei la zona de
liber schimb cu UE deschide noi perspective pentru viitoarea
integrare a Azerbaidjanului. Rimanerea in urma a republicii
precaspiene de la vecinii sai regionali, in cadrul negocierilor
cu UE privind asocierea si zone de liber schimb, se datoreaza
absentei sale in cadrul Organizatiei Mondiale a Comertului
(OMC). Azerbaidjan-ul nu a primit inca statutul de membru al
oMC (http://www.wto.org/french/thewto_f/whatis_f/tif f/
org6_ f.htm). Acordarea sprijinului republicii in aceasta
problemd este inclusi in dosarul de negocieri UE -
Azerbaidjan.

Industria de gaz din Azerbaidjan, din anul 2007, a adoptat
un caracter orientat spre export. Acesta a fost anul cand in tara
a aparut surplus de gaze naturale si problema livrarilor pe
pietele externe la scara industriald. Despre oportunitatile de
export 1in jurul ilitati industriei gazului din
Azerbaidjan, pe termen mediu si lung, existd o varietate de
opinii. Cu toate acestea, analistii sunt de parerea, ca
Azerbaidjanul nu va fi in masura sd influenteze piata gazelor
naturale din UE si nu va fi unul dintre furnizorii principali pe
termen lung datoritd volumului potential limitat de export (2).

Estimari similare, cu rectificari la tendinta de scadere a
productiei in urmatorii ani, domind la analiza posibilitatilor
industriei petrolului din Azerbaidjan. Astfel, daca europenii
intentioneaza sa continue sa construiasca legaturile politice si
economice dintre Turcia-Georgia-Azerbaidjan — pasaj paralel
cu conductele de petrol si gaze, apoi in rezerva au doar cativa
ani. Dupd 5-6 ani, la confluenta anilor 2019-2020,
Azerbaidjanul ar putea sd se confrunte cu probleme serioase
de conservare a veniturilor sale din exporturile de petrol si
gaze la acelasi nivel ridicat. Si aceasta pe fundalul ca tocmai
catre aceasta perioadd (cand UE tinde sa realizeze substituirea
resurselor energetice traditionale prin cele de alternativa),
Azerbaidjanul incearcd sa initieze doud noi proiecte pentru
furnizarea de gaze catre pietele europene (conductele Trans-
Anatolian si Trans Adriatic).

Destul de real poate fi scenariul de "specializare" a
Azerbaidjanului privind aprovizionarea cu gaze a unui numar
limitat de state membre ale UE. Circa 16 miliarde de m® de
oportunitati de export al Azerbaidjanului privind transferurile
spre Vest pot satisface doar cerintele (partiale) de consum,

parameters from Europe, these numbers are quite modest.
The share of trade with Azerbaijan decreased to 0.8% of
the total external trade of the EU and with Georgia
approximately 0,1%. It is obvious, "the trade difference"
between Azerbaijan and neighboring countries with
Europe, due to its exports of oil and gas. It’s also to be
pointed another factor that has a stimulating effect on the
relatively large volumes of Azerbaijan-European trade.
This deepening economic relation between Ankara and
Baku, from year to year, takes the form of a "common
Turkish market” in the South Caucasus.

In fact, EU has no alternative to move forward in its
relation with Georgia and Azerbaijan, only if it will be
based solely on the "bridgehead" in Turkish economic
expansion to towards the South Caucasus. From 1996,
Turkey is a member of the EU Customs Union. Turkey
around 18 years benefits of the integrated trade relations
with the EU: elimination of customs duties and
standardisation of customs procedures, the introduction of
common rules for the standardisation and certification of
goods crossing the border. Georgia's accession to the free
trade zone with the EU open new perspectives for future
integration of Azerbaijan. Lagging behind of precaspiene
republic from its regional neighbors in negotiations with
the EU on the Association and free-trade areas, is due to
his absence at the World Trade Organisation (WTO).
Azerbaijan has not yet received membership of WTO.
www.wto.orgVfrenchVthewto _fVwhatis_fVtif_fVorg6_f.htm.
Republic support in this matter is set out in the EU-
Azerbaijan negotiations.

The gas industry of Azerbaijan in 2007, adopted an
export-oriented character. It was the year when the country
appeared surplus of natural gas and had the problem of
supplies on external markets on an industrial scale. Export
opportunities around the possibilities of gas industry in
Azerbaijan, the medium and long term, there are a variety
of views. However, analysts are of opinion to believe that
Azerbaijan will not be in a position to influence the natural
gas market in the EU and will not be one of the main
suppliers in the long run due to the limited potential for
export volume (2).

Similar estimates with the corrections to the tendency
of a decrease in production in the coming years is
dominating the oil industry of the opportunities analysis of
Azerbaijan. Thus, if the Europeans intend to continue to
build political and economic links between Turkey-
Georgia-Azerbaijan-passage along with oil and gas
pipelines, then in reserve had no more than a few years.
After 5-6 years at confluence of 2019-2020, Azerbaijan
might face serious problems of conservation of its
revenues from exports of oil and gas at the same high
level. And that's just the backdrop this time (when the EU
targets to carry out substitution of traditional energy
resources through the alternative) Azerbaijan tries to start
two new projects for the supply of gas to the European
markets (Trans-Anatolian pipeline and Trans-Adriatic).

It can be real enough the scenario of "specialization"
of Azerbaijan's gas to the supply with gas of a limited
number of EU Member States. About 16 billion m® of
export opportunities of Azerbaijan concerning transfers to
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cum ar fi: Turcia si Grecia. Astfel. se preconizeaza
incurajarea, in anul 2014, de catre Comisia Europeana, a
achizitiei pachetului de actiuni SOCAR in compania greaca de
transport de gaze DESFA. Turcia intentioneaza sa implice cel
mai apropiat partener din Caucaz iIn proiectele financiare
majore la Compania de petrol din Azerbaidjan (SOCAR).
Azerbaidjanul este in curs de implementare a unui proiect de
construire o rafindriei in Izmirul turc «Star» (finalizarea
constructiei rafindriei este preconizata in anul 2017,
investitiile Azerbaidjanului s-ar cifrat la 2 miliarde USD).

La Baku, a fost declarat, cd Conducta de gaz Trans-
Anatolian (TANAP), conceputd pentru a asigura transportul
de gaz din Azerbaidjan prin Turcia, la granita cu Europa, va fi
pusa in jumaitatea anului 2018.

Se preconizeaza, cd capacitatea initiald a conductei si
atingd, anual, 16 miliarde de m. Aproximativ 6 miliarde de
m? vor fi livrate in Turcia, iar restul — in Europa. Pe viitor,
capacitatea conductei poate fi extinsd pand la 31 de miliarde
de m® pe an. Conducta va reusi aceastd capacitate citre anul
2026.

Actionarii proiectului TANAP planifica, deja in anul
2014, sa demareze constructia conductei de gaze, iar in 2018
punerea in functiune. Costul proiectului TANAP se estimeaza
la 10-11 miliarde USD.

Partenerii  privind dezvoltarea proiectul azer "Shah
Deniz", cu rezerve de 1,2 trilioane de m® de gaze naturale,
sunt: SOCAR (cu participarea la capital de 16,7%), britanicul
BP (28,8%), norvegianul Statoil (15,5%), iranianul NICO
(10%), Lukoil (Rusia) (10%), turcescul TPAO -19%. in
conformitate cu contractul semnat de Turcia la 30 mai 2014,
TPAO a cedat total cota sa.

Dupa finalizarea tranzactiilor cu BP si turceasca Botas,
cota SOCAR, 1in proiectul TANAP, va fi de 58%. Mizele
detinute de BP si Botas constituie, respectiv, 12 si 30%.

Scopul vizitelor ministrilor de externe si a altor demnitari
din UE este menit de a sublinia aceasta directie. Actualmente,
eforturile europenilor (sunt opuse eforturilor SUA de a
exclude confruntarea dintre Rusia si Georgia) sunt orientate
spre Inlaturarea Georgiei de la arterele energetice din Nord.

Totusi, Georgiei in revine doar functia de transfer in
evolutia triadei Turcia - Georgia — Azerbaidjan, cu participarea
partii cointeresate — UE. Relatie dintre Rusia, Turcia si
Azerbaidjan trebuie "salvate". O astfel de idee vine din
comunicarea personald cu expertii europeni, a cdror opinie este
ascultatd in coridoarele puterii din tarile mari europene. Vizita
viitoare a ministrilor de externe din Germania si Franta in
Georgia are un scop comun: de a sublinia aceasta setare tinta.
Europenii depun acum eforturi (prin modul in care, in mare
parte discordante cu SUA incearca sa egalizeze relatiilor dintre
Georgia si Rusia la nivel exclusiv confruntare nou) ce vizeaza
separarea de la sursa de energie artere Georgia de Nord.

Din anul 2007, Georgia a refuzat s cumpere gaz rusesc.
In ultimii ani, Georgia ia o parte din gazul furnizat din Rusia
in Armenia ca platd pentru tranzit. Pana la 85% din nevoile
sale interne de gaz, Georgia le acoperd din livrarile din
Azerbaidjan. In anul 2013, ponderea gazelor naturale, in
totalul importurilor Georgiei din Azerbaidjan, a constituit mai
mult de 38%. In acelasi timp, Baku subliniazi "functia
sociald" a gazului pentru consumatorii georgieni. SOCAR
continua gazificarea regiunilor din Georgia pana in 2017. in

the West can meet only the requirements of (partial)
consumption, such as Turkey and Greece. It is expected to
encourage in 2014 by the European Commission of the
acquisition of shares in the company of SOCAR Greek
DESFA gas transport. Turkey intends to involve the
closest partner in the Caucasus in major financial projects
at the oil company of Azerbaijan (SOCAR). Azerbaijan is
in the course of implementation of a project to build a
refinery in lzmir-Turkey called «Star» (refinery
construction are planned for 2017, Azerbaijan investments
would figure to one billion dollars).

Trans-Anatolian (TANAP) gas pipeline is designed to
ensure the transport of gas from Azerbaijan through
Turkey, bordering with Europe, will be released in mid-
2018, has been declared in Baku.

It is expected that the initial capacity of the pipeline to
reach 16 billion m® per year. About 6 billion m3 will be
delivered in Turkey, and the rest in Europe. In the future,
the pipeline's capacity can be extended up to 31 billion
cubic metres per year, reaching capacity by 2026.

The shareholders of TANAP project already plan in
2014 to start construction of the gas pipeline, and in 2018
to put it into operation. TANAP project cost is estimated at
10-11 billion dollars.

The partners to develop the Azeri project called "Shah
Deniz", with reserves of 1.2 trillion m® of natural gas are
SOCAR, with participation in the capital of 16.7%, Britain
BP (28.8%), Norwegian Statoil (15.5%), iranian NICO
(10%), Russian Lukoil (10%), Turkish TPAO (19%).
TPAO has ceded all its share in accordance with the
contract signed by Turkey on May 30, 2014.

After the completion of transactions with BP and
SOCAR share in Turkish Botas of TANAP project will be
58%. The stakes held by BP and Botas are respectively 12
and 30%.

The visits of foreign ministers and other officials from
the EU are meant to emphasize this direction. At present
European efforts (are opposed of U.S. efforts to exclude the
confrontation between Russia and Georgia) are forward to
detachment Georgia from Northern energy arteries.

However, Georgia returns only the transfer of function
in the context of developments of Turkey-Georgia-
Azerbaijan triad with the participation of EU interested
party. The relationships between Russia, Turkey and
Azerbaijan need to be “saved”. Such idea comes from
personal communication with European experts whose
opinion comes from powerful European states. Common
visit of Foreign Minister of Germany and France in
Georgia aims to highlight the target. Europeans makes
efforts now (largely inconsistent with U.S. attempts to
equalize relations between Georgia and Russia exclusively
at a new confrontation) to separate the power supply from
North Georgia roads.

From 2007 Georgia refused to buy Russian gas. In
recent years, Georgia takes some gas supplied from Russia
to Armenia as payment for transit. Up to 85% of its
domestic gas needs Georgia covers by deliveries from
Azerbaijan. In 2013, the share of natural gas from
Azerbaijan to Georgia’s total imports was more than 38%.
Meanwhile, Baku emphasizes "social function” of gas to
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conformitate cu acordul dintre parti, compania azerd s-a
angajat sa gazifice peste 100.000 de gospodarii georgiene.

In mai 2013, oficialii georgieni au declarat despre
posibilitatea reludrii achizitionarii de gaze naturale prin
conductele din Rusia. Cu toate acestea, semnalele de la Tbilisi
nu si-au gasit nici o forma practica materializatd. Substituirea
completd de gaze rusesti in Georgia pe resursele energetice
din Azerbaidjan ar fi o resursa importantd pentru influenta UE
asupra proceselor din Caucaz. Nu este greu de extrapolat care
va fi impactul asupra securitdtii energetice a Armeniei, ca
partener strategic al Rusiei in regiune.

In interesul europenilor este de a interzice progresul
semnificativ in relatiille comerciale §i economice ruso-
georgiene. Timp de zece luni ale anului 2013, Rusia s-a plasat
pe locul patru in lista celor mai mari parteneri comerciali ai
Georgiei (591.6 milioane USD sau 6,9% din cifra de afaceri
din totalul comertului exterior). Comparativ cu perioada
analogica din 2012, cifra de afaceri a relatiilor comerciale
ruso-georgiene a crescut cu 38%. Rusia a fost devansata de
Turcia, Azerbaidjan si Ucraina.

Consolidarea legaturilor turco-azero-georgiene presupune
si 0o componentd militard. O astfel de abordare este drept
raspuns la eforturile europenilor de a consolida comercial
"alianta tripartitd", Turcia si Azerbaidjanul plaseaza pe prim-
plan interesele sale. in iunie 2012, in Turcia a fost semnata
declaratie tripartitd, prin care partile se angajeaza sa acorde
sprijin diplomatic reciproc pe pietele internationale si
regionale, sd-si coordoneze actiunile, inclusiv cu privire la
integrarea euro-atlantica a Georgiei.

Eforturile Turciei, Georgiei si Azerbaidjanlui in relatiile
politico-militare s-au intensificat incepand cu Declaratia de la
Trabzon. Au aparut planuri pentru un parteneriat strans in
industria apararii, precum si ideea de a desfasura exercitii
militare comune pe teritoriul Georgiei.

Cu toate acestea, evenimentele din zona de conflict din
Osetia de Sud, din august 2008, au facut ca politicienii si
expertii, in special cei din Turcia, sd trateze cu prudenta
sporita orice actiune regionald, care oarecum ar fi in disonanta
cu cele ale Rusiei. Cu toate acestea, referindu-se la eforturile
Turciei de a deveni un lider in consolidarea intereselor UE cu
Georgia si Azerbaidjan, expertii turci remarcd preocuparea
raspuns ale Rusiei. Este de remarcat faptul, cd masurile de
riposta nu vor intarzia.

Scenariul de stransd cooperare intre Rusia si Turcia pare
mai mult detagat de realitate. Ankara nu poate renunta la
componenta europeand In sprijinirea propriei economii.
Investitiile si tehnologiile occidentale, fluxul impresionant de
migranti ai fortei de muncé — cetateni turci in tarile europene,
nu poate fi inlocuit cu nimic in viitorul apropiat. Prin urmare,
ar trebui sa ne asteptam ca Turcia va urma politica europeana
in Caucaz, cu dificultdtile inerente pentru relatiile ruso-turcesti
din regiune §i consolidarea liniei de separare pe blocuri de
interese.

Rezultatele activititii economice externe a Republicii
Turcia

Potrivit datelor Institutului National de Statisticd din
Turcia, cifra de afaceri de comert exterior al Turciei, in anul
2012, a crescut fatd de anul precedent cu 3,6%, cifrand la
389.1 miliarde USD (in 2011 — 375,7 miliarde USD).

Georgian consumers. SOCAR continues gasification of
Georgia’s regions until 2017. According to agreement of
the parties, Azerbaijan Company committed to gasify more
than 100,000 households from Georgia.

In May 2013, the Georgian officials stated about the
possibility of resuming the purchase of natural gas by
pipeline from Russia. However, Thilisi signals have not
found any practical shape to be materialized. The complete
substitution of Russian gas to Georgia on energy resources
from Azerbaijan as an important resource for the EU's
influence on the processes in the Caucasus. It is not hard to
extrapolate what is the impact on the energy security of
Armenia, when Russia is a strategic partner in the region.

In europeans interest is to prevent significant progress in
trade and economic relations between Russia and Georgia.
During ten months of 2013 Russia was ranked fourth in the
list of the largest trade partners of Georgia (USD 591.6
million or 6.9% of the turnover of foreign trade). Compared
to the same period of 2012, the turnover of trade relations
between Russia and Georgia increased by 38%. Russia was
overtaken by Turkey, Azerbaijan and Ukraine.

Strengthening  Turkish-Azeri-Georgian ~ relations
requires a military component. Such an approach is in
response to European efforts to strengthen commercial
"tripartite alliance", where Turkey and Azerbaijan puts on
first place their interests. In Turkey on June 2012, was
signed Tripartite Declaration, by which the parties
undertake to give diplomatic support each other in
international and regional markets, to coordinate actions,
including the Euro-Atlantic Integration of Georgia.

After the Trabzon Declaration, have been intensified
efforts of Turkey, Georgia and Azerbaijan's political-
military relations. There were plans for a strong
partnership in the defense industry and the idea to hold
joint military exercises in Georgia.

However, the events of the conflict in South Ossetia in
August 2008 made the politicians and experts, especially
Turkish, to treat with caution any regional movement that
somehow would be in conflict with those of Russia.
Referring to Turkey's efforts to become a leader in
strengthening the EU's interests in Georgia and Azerbaijan,
Turkish experts, however, noted the concern of the
government in Ankara of the possibilities of Russian
response. It is worth noting that retaliatory measures
would not be expected too much.

The scenario of strong cooperation between Russia
and Turkey in the region seems more detached from
reality. Ankara can not renounce at European component
in supporting own economy. The western investment and
technology, impressive flow of labor migrants — turkish
citizens in European countries can not be replaced by
anything in the near future. Therefore, we should expect
that Turkey will follow the European policy in the
Caucasus, the difficulties inherent in the Russian-Turkish
relations in the region and strengthening the line separating
the blocks of interest.

The results of Turkey’s external economic activity

According to the Turkey’s National Institute of
Statistics, the external trade turnover in 2012 increased
over the previous year by 3.6% to 389.1 billion USD (In
2011 - 375.7 billion USD).

Code) continuda sd demonstreze crestere stabild, sporind in
anul 2012 1n comparatie cu perioada de pana la criza. Articole
traditionale ale exportului turcesc sunt produse ale industriei
textile, mase plastice, magini electrice, utilaj, mijloace de
transport terestru, produse siderurgice. Ponderea celor 20 de
pozitii (HS Code) in exportul total al Turciei, in anul 2012, a
constituit circa 77,8%, principala pozitie in exportul turcesc,
in ultimii 5 ani, revine «Mijloacelor de transport terestruy,
ponderea in export a carora, in medie, In ultimii 5 ani,
constituie circa 10%. insa, in ultimii ani, principala pozitie in
exportul Turciei sunt metalele si pietrele pretioase. Exportul
acestor produse a constituit 16,3 miliarde USD (cresterea
constituind 336%, comparativ cu 2011).

During 2009-2012 Turkish exports continues to show
steady growth on 20 positions (HS Code), increasing in
2012 compared with the period before the crisis.
Traditional Turkish items for exports are textile products,
plastics, electrical machinery, equipment, land vehicles and
steel products. The share of those 20 positions (HS Code),
in Turkey's total exports in 2012 amounted to about 77.8%,
where leading position in the Turkish exports in the last
five years is given to "terrestrial means of transport", whose
share in exports on average in the last five years is 10%;
but in recent years, Turkey's main export position are
precious metals and stones. Export of these products was
around 16.3 billion USD (representing a growth of 336%
compared to 2011).

Potrivit datelor reflectate in figura, observam, cd UE
ramane principalul consumator al produselor turcesti in 2012,
ponderea carora constituie 38,8%, cu toate cd ponderea in
structura exportului turcesc s-a redus. In 2011, acest indicator
cifra 46%. Este necesar de remarcat, cad guvernul Turciei
continua sa acorde ajutor exportatorilor turcesti in descoperirea
unor piete de desfacere noi. Totodatd, a crescut considerabil
ponderea pietelor din Africa si Asia (29,3 si respectiv, 39,1%).
Cea mai mare accelerare s-a resimtit pentru pietele de export
traditionale — Africa de Nord, continudnd sd ramana
consumatori fideli ai diferitor produse dupa stabilizarea politicii
in regiune.

The figure shows that EU remains the main
consumer of Turkish products in 2012, the share of which
is 38.8%, although the share of Turkish exports declined in
structure. In 2011 this indicator figures 46%. It should be
noted that Turkish government continues to provide aid to
the Turkish exporters to discover new markets. A
significant increase was registered in market share of
Africa and Asia, by 29.3% and 39.1%, respectively. The
highest acceleration was felt in traditional export markets -
North Africa continued to remain a loyal consumer
of wvarious products after the political stabilization
of the region.

Germania ramane vectorul principal al exporturilor din
Turcia, deja in 2010, performanta exportului Turciei a ajuns la
indicatorii precrizd a anului 2007. In 2012, exporturile catre
Germania au scazut cu cca 6%. Pe locul doi se plaseaza cea mai
mare piatd de export pentru produsele turcesti — Irakul, care, in
2012, a importat produse turcesti mai mult de 10.8 miliarde
USD. Brusc a crescut (de 2,2 ori) exporturile catre Emiratele
Arabe Unite. Exporturile catre Azerbaidjan, SUA, China si
Marea Britanie sunt in continua crestere.

Balanta de comert exterior al Turciei riméne negativa,
deoarece Turcia nu dispune de propriile resurse minerale, in
special hidrocarburi, sunt obligati sa le importe in cantitati mari.

Germany remains the key driver of Turkey’s exports.
In 2010, the export performance of Turkey has reached
pre-crisis indicators from 2007. In 2012, exports to
Germany fell by nearly 6%. On the second place is placed
Iraq, as highest export market for Turkish products, which
imported in 2012 Turkish products of 10.8 billion USD
and more. Sharply increased (2.2 times) exports to UAE.
Also, are growing exports to Azerbaijan, U.S., China and
Great Britain.

Turkey's foreign trade balance remains negative, since
Turkey hasn’t its own mineral resources, especially oil and
are obliged to import in large quantities. However, any
increase in Turkish exports threatening to increase
imports, as production of goods for export needed raw
materials and semi-finished imports.

An important element in Turkey's exports over
the years is the automotive industry. In 2012, from the
total of 1525 billion USD from exports, Turkish
automotive sector has a share of 20.3 billion USD.
However, it should be noted that in 2012 due to economic
crisis, there was a decrease of 7% in the export of
automotive products.

Regimul de import de produse in Turcia
demonstreaza, ca liberalizarea importului in tara se realizeaza
conform conditiilor Uniunii Vamale cu UE, stabilit cu
Asociatia europeana a comertului liber si obligatiunile fatd de
OMC. Turcia acorda a atentie deosebitd obligatiunilor de
reducere a taxelor vamale cu scopul racordarii la taxele
vamale unice. Guvernul a reformat considerabil ordinea de
import al produselor, iar din 01.01.1996 a inceput a functiona
Uniunea Vamala cu UE.

Principalele sarcini ale strategiei de import se pot formula
in modul urmator:

- reducerea madsurilor protectioniste in concordantd cu
regulile GATT;

In the field of logistics Turkey has the following
indicators:

- 45 000 trucks and 1420 companies providing
transportation services;

- in 2012 Turkish airline companies made 1 million
race;

- 25th in the world by number of commercial fleet;

- 45 airports and 51 seaports;

- Ongoing construction project of high-speed railways.

Import. The product import regime in Turkey shows
that import liberalization in the country is done under the
conditions of the Customs Union with the EU established
with the European Free Trade Association and its
commitments to the WTO. Turkey gives great attention to
bonds to reduce customs duties in order to be in line with
unique duties. The government product import policy has
been substantially reformed and from January, 1996 began
to work with the EU Customs Union.

The main tasks of import strategy can be formulated as
follows:

-reducing protectionist measures in line with GATT
rules;

-reducing bureaucratic procedures;
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- diminuarea procedurilor birocratice;

- asigurarea livrarii materiilor prime si produselor
intermediare la preturi rezonabile cu respectarea standardelor
de calitate.

Turcia este membra OMC din 1995. Orientarea tarii spre

integrare in structurile regionale, respectind normele
comerciale internationale, facand parte din diferite
organizatii, inclusiv . OCDE, UNCTAD, OCEMN, CClIlI,

Organizatia Mondiala a Vamilor. Pe langa acestea, Turcia a
incheiat acorduri de comert liber (FTA) cu Islanda, Norvegia,
Elvetia, Lichtenstein, Georgia, Israel, R.Macedona, Croatia,
Bosnia, Tunis, Maroc, Palestina, Siria, Egipt, Albania,
Muntegru, Serbia, Cili, Yordania, Liban, Mauritiu, Coreea de
Sud etc.

Concluzie. In prezent, Turcia este una dintre tirile cu cea
mai rapida crestere economici din lume. in conformitate cu
prognoza OCDE, in anii 2014-2017, Turcia va avea cea mai
mare ratd de dezvoltare economicd printre tarile-membre:
ritmul mediu de crestere anuald a PIB in Turcia va constitui
6,7%. Revista «Economist» in raportul special privind analiza
situatiei actuale din Turcia, a mentionat "o activitate
neobisnuit de mare" in economia nationald si cd "ritmul de
dezvoltare a tarii va fi, dupa toate probabilitatile, mai mare
decét aproape orice alta tara din Europa".

-ensure delivery of raw materials and intermediate
products at reasonable prices in compliance with quality
standards.

Turkey is a member of the WTO from 1995. Its
orientation towards regional integration into respecting
international trade rules as part of various organizations,
including OCDE, UNCTAD, OCEMN, CCIl, the World
Customs Organization. In addition, Turkey has signed free
trade agreements (FTA) with Iceland, Norway,
Switzerland, Lichtenstein, Georgia, Israel, Republic of
Macedonia, Croatia, Bosnia, Tunisia, Morocco, Palestine,
Syria, Egypt, Albania, Muntegru, Serbia, Cili, Yordan,
Lebanon, Mauritius, South Korea etc.

Conclusion. Currently, Turkey is one of the fastest
growing economy in the world. According to the OECD
forecast in the years 2014-2017, Turkey will have the
highest rate of economic development among member
countries: the average rate of annual GDP growth in
Turkey will be 6.7%. Magazine "Economist” Special
Report on the analysis of the current situation in Turkey,
said "an unusually high activity" in the national economy
and that "the pace of development of the country will be,
in all likelihood, more than almost any other country in
Europe".
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
